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X: RAYS ON FALSE JEW

INITATIONS DETECTED EVERY TINE
IN A SERIES OF TRIALS.

Dr. Harry W. Small of Sterling, 1ll., Makes an
Interesting Discovery in His Experiments
~Real Jewels Show Only a Falat Trace
in Skiagraphs—False Ones Show Black.

INDIANAPOLIS, April 25.—A new appli-
eation of the X-rays for detecting false jowels
has been discovered by Dr. Harry E. Small,
formerly of this city but now of Sterling, I,
Dr. Small has been experimenting with the
rays since settling here about n Year ngo
and in private letters to relatives in this ity
has told of his latest discovery The last
sxperiments were made this week with R, N
Clark, a jeweler of Sterling. The result has
heen marked and in every case the imita-
tions have been detected in the sklagraphs
taken. All of the great variety of natural
formations tested showed conclusively that
they offer less resistance to the raya than
fa'se jewels. The natural formations, to a
grenter or less extent, were translucent and
inthe cases of sei jewels, the claws of the

sottings were seen in the sharpest detail
in all the false stones the {iInages were

opagne and the settings could not be dis-
inguished where they were mounted. The
best Imitations that colfd be procured were
used and one penrl that was proved to be
false was previonsly pronounced genuine
by Mr. Clark, after applying the ordinary
teata

The last experiment was made with a va-
riety of jewels on an extra rapid plate, which
was encased in an orange envelope and
three folds of heavy black paper The ravs
were genarated on a static machine, which
produces & fourtesn-inch spark The ex-
posure was of three minutes' duration and a
clean, sharp skingraph resuylted. In all
thers were true stones and a number of unset
stanes, true and false Thers were moon-
stones, pearls, amethysts, rubies, sapphires,
ruby doublets, sapphire doublets, quartz,
glass and diamonds

The pearls, moonstones, sapphires and
amethysts showsd about the same degres
of resistance to the rays, and left well-marked
images on the plate, though the claws of the
settings could be seen plainly through the
stones.  The ruby showed a slightly greater
resiatance and left the most pronounced
image of all the natural formations, although
it was distinctly transineeni

In the ease of an olivine, an excellent Imi-
tation of the emerald which is diicult to
detect, the image was black, and showed
that none of the rays had penetrated suf-
ciently to Impress the plate. A ring made
up of one ruby and a ¢ luster of aix small dia-
monds looked as though there were no yet-
tings between the claws save near the ruby,
whera there was a dim shadow. Two special
lenses, one of glass and one of quartz, showed
a marked difference. as the glass offered the
greatest resistance 1o the ravs, and left the
mosat marked image

Diamonds showed the greates’ differences
A two-carat stone set in a stud was tested
with its edge to the ravs, thus presenmng
the thickest part of the stone A dim image,
hardly a full outline, was the reainlt, hit the
claws appeared distinetly.  Five unset dia-
monds ranging from 1% carats down were
tested with five false diamonds. They were
mixed together and in the image there is
hardly a trace of the genuine stones and the
closest scrutiny is necessary 1o find them
The false stones are all black and left sharp,
well ‘enm-d silhouettes on the plate

ALL DAY BATTLE WIITH BOERS.

Cape Towx, April 25 A despateh from
Dordrecht, Cape Colony, says the yeomanry
under Col. Wodehouse and the Dordrecht
YVolunteer Guard were engnged all day yes-
terday with the Boer invadars in the vicinity
of Dordrecht. When the British commenced
firing at a distance of 200 yards, it is said,
tha Boers fled in confuslon, abandoning a
pumber of horses When tha messenger
left the scenes the Boera wara between the
two British forcas The Boer losses are un-
kpown The British had no casualties

Later advices from Dordracht are to the
effect that the Boer ecommando was thor-
oughly dispersed, the burghers fleaing pro-
oipitately in tha direction of Lady Grey
under heavy fire 1t i beliaved they suf-
fered severely The Wodehouse district is
now clear of Boera

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EXPLOSION KILLS MNANY.

Fifty-one Dead and a Hundred Injured at
Frieshelm.
Special Cabdle Despaich to THE SUN,
Coroane, April 25.—At least fifty-one
persons were killed and 100 severely in-
jured in the chemical works at Friesheim,

near Frankfort-on-the-Main, by an ex-
plosion to-day. The hospitals are crowded
with patients, -~

The fire which followed the explosion

assumed enormous  dimensiong. The
flames leaped across the river and set fire
to the village of Schwanheim.
W1t is doubted that a boiler explosion was
the cause of the conflagration. It I8 be-
lieved that the catastrophe was caused
by an explosion of picric acid, followed
by the blowing up of eighteen cylinders,
each containing flve tons of smokeless
powder, and other subsequent explosions
of chemicals.

The noise was terrific Troops and the
fire brigade of the neighborhood hurried
to the scena, but it was almost impossible
to approach the burning buildings. The
villagers from Friesheim fled to Frankfort

The full list of the victims cannot yet
be learned. At 10 o'clock to-night the
fire was still burning.

VALLPY Farrs, R. 1., April 25.—This village
has been ra.ded by robbers several times
during the last four weeks and early this
morning two desperados, who attempted
to break into two village stores, shot and
wounded mortally special OMcer Herbert
Moore, and also shot a street car cronductor
named Mountain, who was hurrying for a
physician to come to Moore's aid

The affair oocurred about 3 o'clock. The
raids have heen so frequent that the Chief
of Police and Policemen Moore were locked
up in stores which had previously been robbed
waiting for robbers to make another call
The officers have been locked up in these
stores for several nights and this morning
the robbers came (One of the thieves was
working at the door of the store In which
Chief of Police Donahue was concealed when
he was disturbed by OMcer Moore. The
robber drew his revolver and shot upon
sight. His bullet struck the ofMcer In the
groin and he sank to the ground

Car Conductor Mountain was on his way
home when he was attracted by the shooting
and he hurried to Moore's aid. He saw that
the man was in a bad way and he hurried
off for a physician. He was running at top
apeed and had gone about two blocks when
he came across a man standing on the street
corner  The latter gave no warning cry
but shot three times at the conductor. Vvery
bullet took effect and Mountain fell down
The robber then joined his pal and both
fled from the town down the rallroad track
It ia thought that Moore will dis. No trace of
