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YEUD OF THE BOOKMAKERS,

DE LACEY'S FRIEND HAULED UP ON
8- YBAR-OLD INDICTMENTS.
Lawyer Stelnhardt Says Distriot Attermeys’
OfMce Is Belng Used by Omne Faction
~—Compelled to Withdraw Remark—Al
leged Threat by Ex-Assemblyman Peroy.

Indlotments charging John C. Dudley,
who s said to be an intimate friend of
Peter De Lacey, with perjury and pool
solling were on the calendar of the Criminal
Branch of the Bupreme Court yesterday
to fix a day for trial. Lawyer Benjamin
Stainhardt hurried into the court room
and sald that he was Dudley's counsel
and wanted to know something about the
indictments. Aasistant District Attorney
Le Barbler sald that they were five years
old and that Dudley had been discharged
on his own recognizance threes years ago
on motion of Assistant Distriot Attorney
Gray.

“Do you know that in bringing these
indictments up again for trial the Distriot
Attorney's office is being used by one of
two gambling factions?” asked Mr. Stein-
hardt.

“You must not make such a remark,”
Interposed Justice Fursman. “I'll not
allow it.”

Mr. Steinhardt withdrew the remark.
Mr. Le Barbier sald that new evidence had
been secured. Trial of the perjury charge
was set down for June 17, because Mr.
Le Barbier sald that he couldn't get ready
to try the case before then. Juugce Furs-
man said he wouldn't take up the other
charges just now.

Mr. Steinhardt said later in the day to
reporters thatthe resuscitation of the in-
diotments against Dudley was asso-
oiated in his mind with a threat which
he sald ex-Assemblyman Percy, author
of the Percy-Giray law, made to him in
Albany a couple of weeks ago, when Mr,
Steinhardt went there to argue that, inas-
much as one may now bet on a horse at a
racetrack without offending the criminal
law, it ought not to be unlawful to bet in a
poolroom on a horse running at the track.

“Mr. Percy said to me,” Stainhardt de«
clared, “that if I persisted my man Dudley
would get into trouble. 1 said: ‘The in-
dietments against him have been dismissed.

“Those indictments arose out of - test
case in 1805 by Dudley against the Flushing
Jockey Club to have tha Percy-Gray law
daclared unconstitutional. The Court held
that the action was not brought in good
taith, and in May, 1898, Dudley was indicted
for perjury. His bail was set at $2,500 and
Peter DeLacey went on his bond.,

“Representing Howe & Hummel, I de-
murred to the indlotment and Judge Me-
Mahon upheld the demurrer, although I can
find no record of it.

“S8inoe 1 returned from Albnnz James
D. Lindsay of counsel for the Jockey Club
has called on Assistant District Attorney
1o Barbier and now Ie Barbier puts the
{ndictments on the calendar for trial.”

Mr. Le Barbier acknowledged that Mr,
Lindsay had called on him rc-r'cn(R' and
had {ncidentally mentioned the Dudiey
matter. Mr. Le Barbler would not make
any further explanation of the matter than
to say that new evidence had been dia-
covered.

NILL MEN WIN IN BOCHBSTER.
Justice Nash Unseats Timothy OCollins, the
Croker Leader tn the Ninth Ward.

RocmeaTer, April 35 —The decision of
Justios Nash of the Supreme Court on the
fight over the Demooratio ocauous fin the
Ninth ward was flled to-day. Justios Nash
fheldu against the Croker men, unseating
Timothy Collins, the Croker lsader in the
ward, and putting the Hill man in instead of
Collins The Court also condemns the
methods of conducting the caucus, as fol-
lows:

“The conolusion of the whole matter Is,
after fully examining the evidence, that
gross fraud was committed in the canvass
and return of the votes cast at this primary.
The power of the court to review the action
of the Inspectors Is ample It is suggested
that this prooeeding was not Instituted in
time, not being within the thirty days that it
is provided that the ballots shall be pre-
served. The question is asked: ‘How is it
possible for this court to issue any writ which
will ba effactual to accomplish the recount
of votes which are not now in existence or
which, if they wers in existence, have no
marks of identification whioh would lead
to the tracing of ballots alleged to be vold?’
A reocount is not required to be ordered.
The presence of the ballots would not have
been of the least asalstanos in this investi-
gation. The written statement of the ocor-
rect result of the slection is a uuty whioh
the inspeotors have ‘not performed. It is a
singular commentary upon our system of
choosing public officers that until recently
there has been no attempt to regulate by law
the action of the primaries by which parties
are oontrolled and candidates for office put
in nomination. It often happens, as it now
happens, whers primaries are not regulated
by law, that gross frauds pravall, candidates
being placed in nomination and the party
machinery put into the hands of persons not
the oholce of the majority.”

One man has besn convictad as the result
of this primary elsction, and another has
been tried twios. The Croker men, finding
that they were in danger of losing the ward,
stola twenty Hill ballots and substituted
twenty-filve Croksr ballots. The man who
ran away with the Hill ballots was pursued,
but he escaped with them

10 CENTS CARFARE IN BROOKLYN.

Injenction Sought Against the Brooklyn
Heights Rallroad Company.
Lawyer Stephen M. Baldwin, as ocounsel
for former Senator P. H. MoNulty, applied
to Bupreme Court Justios Gaynor in Brook-
I’ yesterday for an Injunction restraining

the Brooklyn Heights Rallroad Company
from oharging & ten-oent fares on any of
ita linas  He sald that a similar suit was

hegun & year ago, and Justica Dickey de-
eided that the railroad company had no right
to charge a ten-cant fara on any of ita sur-
tace lines, but that tha aotion should be
brought by tha Attorney-General to have
the charter annullad

He sald for various reasons the Attorney-
General had falled to prosscuta the action,
and as a result thera had been no declsion.
He sald that in a sult brought by A taxpayer
named Barnet, who had been ejected from
a car bacausa he refused to pay 10 oents car-
fara, the Appellate Division had decided
that the rallroad company oould oharge
10 cents fare on tha Sea Beach road, as It
was a steam road: Mr Baldwin sald he
wantad Justios Gaynor to decids that Justion
Dickey was right when he eald the come
pany had no right to charge 10 centa fare,
and wrong when he sald a taxpayer mnldn'l
sue, and that the Appellate Wyision eould
hardly have apprehended the effect of ita
decision when ‘l! decided that the company
had a right to _charge 10 centa on tha Hea
Beach route He sald he wanted the de-
cislon a0 as to complete the racord in case
it was carriad to tha Court of Appeals

Mr Baldwin argued that tha State Rail-
road act said that no surface company could
charge more than flve centa fare for A oon-
tinuous ride In the case against the Bea
Beach company he said, the Appellata Di-
viston had practically declared thea com-
pany could charge at the rata of three cents
v mlle Ha contended that a rallroad comni-
pany had only a right to charge the amount
of fars as laid down in {ts articles of incor-

yoration
’ (ien Collin, for tha Brooklyn Heights
Railrond Company. said that the company
had leased the vartous rallroad companies
in Brooklyn, and that they wers being oper-
ated only under the lease He contended
that the Nea Beach, the Culver, the Brighton
Beach and the elevated rallroad companies
wers steam roads, and that they did not come
under the General Rallroad act referring to
enrface rallronds) He maintained tha t the
Sen Beach road had a right to charge 10 cénts
under ita franchise as & steam road, and

OFFICIAL REDISCOVERY OF THE MOON
AND THE STARS.

Blue Sky and Sunshine Are on the Bill of Fare
for To-day Whether You Believe It or Net
~April's Tears Measured 6.97 Inches
~Hopes That She Wil Now Dry Up.

1t ls olearing off! A rumor to that effect
began to circulate Indoors about 10 o'clock
last night and was received with pained
tolerance by the sceptical. But it was true.
The moon and stars wers observed, offclally,
in the heavens by the man on duty In the
Weather Bureau, whose notion of weather
for a long time has been that it Is merely
mixture of telegrams and fog Sald the
observer, over the telephone:

“1 saw the first star, right above me, At
9:40.°

“How do you know it was a star®”

“"Well, 1t looked like one. | «can see the
half moon, too, out of the window. 1 see
two other stars. Yes: they are really stars.
No; they oannot be rain drops {lluminated
by the moon. They are stars, all right./ it
looks as If we will be able to ses the sun to-
morrow without going aloft and sitting on
the upper, part of the clouds. Yes, 1 will
assume the responsibility of saying that
the bright semicircle of light L see s the
moon.”

The leaden aspect of things aloft for the
last two weeks inspired somae of the sportin
fraternity to bet yesterday on the probabilit
of the reappearance of the sun. One of the
bets was submitted to the terrestrial SUN's
amateur meteorologist for decision.

A clerk in a downtown office announced
to a companion that he had actually seen
the sun shining through s cloud rift at 1:30
P. M. There was a hot meteorological dis-
cussion that almost dried the sidewalk out-
sidethe oMce and finally thay put up 86 aplece
on {t. THE SUN'S amateur metaorologist
ocalled up the Weather Bureau and Mr. Emery,
the chisf forecaster, sald.

“OMeially, the sun has not shone on the
observatory here We have no record of
his appearance It is possibla that a faw
rays may have struggled through the lower
strata of clouds at 1.30 or thereabouts and
may have heen seen in Fulton street, but wa
did not sea themn. I do not belleve that any-
body saw the full face of the sun

“As it was purely a question of veracity the
amateur meteorologist declared the bet off,
and tha stakeholder returned the money to
the clerks

But to-day, without a doubt, we shall all
sea tha sun and the dear blue sky

The cause of all tha latest downponr of rain
was the “low pressire’ that has been to the
east and south of New York for several days,
It began to receda yeaterday totheeistward
befora the area of high preseure, more or

Twe Boeks and Twe Awtograph Letters Sold
ot the French Sale for $3,760.

Bostox, April 26 —~There was no diminu-
tion in the prices pald for rare books to-day,
the last session of the auction sale of the
French library. A first volume of Poe's
“Murders in the Rue Morgue, " which was
originally pleked up in a second hand book
store here for 18 cents by George DD Bmith of
New York and subsequently sold to Mr,
French for $80, brought $1,000. Secribner,
Harpers and Dodd, Mead & Co. were among
the bidders, but when the price had run up
to about $780, a Boston man, who had been
silent all the time, put in a bid for the work,
and it was finally sold to him, upon the order
of a collector who would not give his name,
for 81,000

The work was a small octavo, in the orig-
inal brown paper wrappers as issued, lald
{n a cloth wrapper and enclossd in full crushed
levant morrocco pull-off case

This was not the highest prioed item of
to-day's sale. The same collector pald
$1.800 for a copy of Poe's “Aaraf, Tamer-
lane and Minor Poems,” in the original boards,
uncut.
