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BRIDGE SCHEME FAULTY!
SOME RAILROAD MEN THINK PROJECT
INMPRACTICABLE.

They Are Not Fighting It, However, but Merely
Point te Features Which They Belleve Will
Render the Proposal to Cress Nerth River at
Fifty-ninth Street a Financlal Fallure
~A Talk With President Clarksoa.

It has been sald that some of the raliroads
running into Jersey City are not inolined to
give any support to the Fifty-ninth street
bridge project of the New Yorkand New Jore
sey Bridge Company. [t would not be quite
correct to say that the roads are opposad to
the project; they siply have no intention
to make use of the structure should it be built
The chairman of the Board of Directors of the
Erfe and the President of the New York,
Ontario and Western were seen yesterday,
and they sald  the scheme was utterly im-
practicable, both as a freight and passenger
proposition, and would be of no use to thelr
roads if it were ready for traffic to-morrow,
I'o a 8vx reporter E. B. Thomas, chairman of
the Board of Directorsof the Erie, said

"Wa have no interest in the projection of
this bridge and don't want any. We carry
14,000,000 commuters a year. It would take
them longer to gat to the foot of West Fifty-
pinth strest than it takes them now to get
to the other side of the river by the ferries
Abridge with a New York approach at Fifty-
ninth street {8 altogather too far uptown for
passenger traffic, and this plan of bullding an
elavated structure down Wast street is utterly
impractioable for freight business. Whero
would be the room for terminals? There
isn't room enough on that part of Manhattan
Island for the people, let alone the handling
of freight trains. Furthermore, how would
thefreight be put into theships?

“Some folka seem to have the idea that
all that is necessary to do is to dump freight
atraight from the cars to the vessels, A
little knowledge as to how freight is handled
wouldn’t do some people any harm. Steam-
ship freight has to be aggregated. You
can't dump a lot of machinery on a quantity

of wheat Therefore the freight from the
onrs must be 1ald onut and assorted.  Where's

IT'S A BAD NESS, APPARENTLY, ESPE-
CIALLY THE NEGRO.

He Is Empty-Headod, and Nobody Leves Him,
Nerth or South—Ia the Nerth We Lie About
It; South, 1\0! Dea't—Blair School Scheme
Better Tham Philippine Misslonarying.

Dr. Parkhurst, who has just been in the
South & week and two days, said in his sermon
In the Madison Square Preshyterian Church
yesterday morning that “the South is wretch-
odly ignorant and lamentably poor,” and
that “the poverty (s partly the outcome of
the shiftlessness which has been for so many
generations the hereditary possession of the
Southern people as to have become In them
& permanent genius “ He suid also: “The
less the negro talks about his oivic rights
under the Constitution, particularly the right
of suffrage, the better {t will bs for him and
the sooner he will attaln to all the rights that
Justly belong to hm."

“All Just disoussion of questions of race
and of eduocation now agitating the South,’
he said, “must proceed in the light of the fact
that the Seutherner does not like the negro,
and is fearful of what may be the eventual
consequance of having so large a negro ele-
ment in the population  He does not |ike the
negro any better than the average Northerner
doms and the two, the white jnen of the North
and the white men of the South, carry them-
welves toward the negro with just about the
same amount of Christlan consideration

“Only of the two, the Southern white man
has, perhaps, this advantage, that he does
not make quite so flamboyant a pretence
of loving the negro as his Northern confrore
does. He dislikes the negro und owns up
to it; the white man in the North dislikes the
negro and liss about it. It is mors a differ-
ence of frunkness than of admiration

“The undiscriminating act by which negroes
had conferrad upon them the right to vote
wis one of thoss blunders that it Is not easy
to escape fromonce it is committed, but which,

it would seem, we ought to have had North-
ern  statesmanship sufficiently intelligent
10 t.r»v--m. And this position is one that is
to be taken not 8o much in the interests of
the Southern whites a8 in the interests of
the Southern blacks. The premature yleld-
g of the prerogative has built up a walil
of antagonism to the colored race that only
shilts the Tace out from the enjoyment of the
1»{;-11,.(4“\'" I'he counsel, therefore, that
yoth the Northern and Southern friends of
the negro are giving 1o him is to keep guiet
upon the whole suffrage matter, to keep
out of politics, not to insist upon his rights
