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APPRAISER WAKEMAN SUSTAINED.

His Contention in the Klastic Brald Case Af-
firmed by the Clreult Court.

Wasmixorox, May 9 --Appraiser Wilbur
F Wakeman of New York Is in Wash-
ington and was congratulated to-day
by Assistant Secretary BSpaulding of the
Treasury Department, head of the Customs
Service, on the decision of the Circuit Court
of New York on the elastic brald cass, which
was one of the first matters Mr. Wakeman
actad upon in 1897 when he waunt (nto office
There are now 5,600 cases of elastic brald
Importations and 3,000 pon-elastic brald
cases awalting adjustment on the decision
of the court in favor of the 80 per cent tax
rather than one of 80 per cent. The amount
lnvolved annually to the Government is In

the hundreds of thousands of dolars, and
tgo oourt’s decision will save the Government
this amount

Herreshoff Has Cat Away Much on the Con-
stitution That Will Catch Wind.

Bristorn, May 9.~The rig on the main
mast of the Constitution Is a study for yachts-
men owing to the simplicity with which ad-
Justments are made above the deck. Capt
“Nat” Herreshoff in planning the rig of the
new yacht closely studied the point of ellm-
inating everything on the mast that would
tend to jam the wind. The same principle
on which he designed the model of the boat
he followad aloft, eliminating everything
that would possibly offer resistance to wind
and watear above and below. [In such re-
spect he has cut everything out from his
design outside the limit of safety, and has
thus produced a light but very substantial
fabric. When the new yacht Is fully rigged
she will look very bare aloft as compared
