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LAST DAYS OF AN EMPRESS,

THE KAISER'S MOTHER DYING IN OB-
SCURITY OF CANCER.

Causes of Her Unpopularity With the German
People—Her Fight for a Throne With Bls.
marck—Stories of the Kalser's Conduct
Toward Her—Kept Allve by Mer Iron Will,

Paris, May 1.—Every now and then one
sces in the moruing papers a telegram,
dated from Berlin or from Frankfort-on-
Main, announcing the speedily approaching
death of the Dowager Empress of Germany,
por many months the wife of Frederick
the Noble, and the mother of the present
Kaiser, has been given up periodically
by the doctors. Cancer is slowly destroy-
{ng her. Sho is as much under sentence
of doath as a oondemned murderer, but
ahe has one resource that the murderer
L.as not, She can, and does, stave off death
by tha exercisn of her indomitable reso-
lution. An English doctor who recently
ussisted for a brief period her regular phy-
sician, said the other day at & medical con-
press iu Parts:

“The Dowagor Empress ought to have
diad months ago; but even death cannot
plerce at one stroke through the defence
of her granite will; he has to bore slowly to
got at the citadel of that life,”

Ihis kmpress with the formidable will
{s oue of the most unhappy women in the
world. She clings desperately to life
but her Leart was broken long ago, and
her Jast days are steeped in bitterness.
lor whole career has been a brilllant misery.
Now that she (8 dying slowly -a widow,
an abandoned mother and an ex-sovereign
dotastad by the peopla she tried faithfully
to serve—she may well have said, as is re-
ported:

*I wean to live as long as I can; but when
I dia noone will basorry, least of all myself.”

‘This fron will, which keeps her alive
now, has heen diractly and indirectly the
oause of all her misery. No doubt it came
t) her from her mother, the late Queen of
Ingland. Anyhow, it is certain that very
early in life the present Empress Frederick
of Germany, then Princess Viotorla of
England, came often into conflict withher
mother. When sho was only 8 she dared
to oppose the will of her Queen mother.

Quean  Victorla, the Prince-Consort
Albart, tha Princess Royal and the present
King of England were present in state
at a roeview at Aldershot. A brilliant cav-
aloade of oMoers galloped by the side of the
coach as royal guards. The lttle Princess
drop{w‘l her handkerchlef to the ground

for the pride of seeing Field Marshals
and Generals pulllng up their horses and
dismounting to restora the ohieet. The
Quoen ohserved the incldent and motioned
to the officers not to gratify her caprice.
Then she stopped the carriaze and turned
to the Princess:

“Qet out, my ohlld, and plck up your
handkerchief.” Tha 1i' v girl refused

*Mamma, I cant; I'd be ashamed,” she
said

I'he Quaon Insistad, the Prince-Consort
entroatod, but the Princess poutad, blushed
and refused this time flatly:

“1 won't.”

Her Majeaty had to let the carringe driva
ahead, leaving the handkerchief on the
ground.

In 1885 Princess Victoria was married
at the age of 17 to the Crown Prince of
Prussia, Frederiok, the son and heir of King
Wilielm. It was a brilliant marriage,
But happy though it was for the Princess
in the unfailing love between horself and her
Fritz, it was made bitter by the intense
hatred she excited in Bismarck,

From heginning to end the Iron (han-
rellor sought to thwart “the LEneglish
woman,” as he called her, It waa a hitter
hlaw to him that the heir of the house of
Hohenzollern should have made a marital
allianca with a Princess of Lis cnemy’s

No wonder that King Ed-
ward V1L when asked who was the cleverest
woman he had known answered without
hesitation;

"My sister, the Dowager Empress of
Germany.*
\ When after ninety-nine days of tenure
of the imperial throne Frederick died
there began the last dismal stage of the
l-.mgrm'l career, As Crown Princess and
a8 Empress she had had trouble, unpopu-
larity, the persistent abhorrence of the all-
roworful Iron Chancellor, all sorts of In-
rigues to llfht against; but she had had
Eower and high place. Now she was to

now the misery of obscurity

Few mothers have suffered more from
their children than this unh:n:Fy Empress
from the Kalser. I have heard a German
officer relate a favorite device of Willlams
to humiliate his mother during his grand-
lf'her'n reign. The first Emperor Wilheln
though not an unkind old fellow in Lis wur
wus an autocratio ruler of his househo d
and even his strong-willed daughter-in
law never dreamed of reeisting him. He
would sometimes send an order to the
Crown Princess by her son, young Wilhelm,
The boy would rudely enter his mother's
rrmenve and, as if in his own name, bid
wr do the thing-—perbaps to preside at
erhaps to leave Berlin
otedam

Naturally resenting the voung man's
insolent manners, the unhappy mother
would refuse to do as he desired. He
would let her commit hersell definitely
to the refusal, often before other people,
then would ask her with a triumphant
sncer whether he was to bring the Emperor
word that the Crown Princess deap!
the command of her sovereign. The
brutality out the mother to tha qulok;
violent scenes constantly took place, an
the haughty woman, who never feared to
confront the stormy rage of the Chanoellor,
would ery and wring her hands {n despair
over the conduet of her son,

Long after the masterful young man
had become Emperor in his turn and had
broken Blsmarck, her lifelong enemy, he
still took a strange pleasurs, If report be
true, in wounding and slighting his mother
in her lonely Wldm\'hooﬁ. Even now he
scarcely ever sees her; when he does it is
only for a formal visit of a few minutes, a
concession to the outward decencles. After
the death of her mother, Queen Victoria,
he paid such a visit in n-ompﬁn¥ with his
uncle, the new King, and probably at his
urgent request., That formal call of con-
dolence whl very likely be the last until
he s summoned to the death scens that
may any day take place.

For it ia not cheerful at Cronsberg-on-
the-Maln, where tha most miserabls of royal
Jadles {8 fighting with death. The house,
!hmm}h called a schloss or castles, {8 a dismal,
ugly bullding in the worst mmodern German
atyle. The great cheerless rooms are al-
most hare; there 18 no sign of the domestic
comfort which one would expect to find
In the home of an Fnglish Prinm living
in :i»rmaﬂv. the land of good housewifely
oraer
incurable malady, the FEmpress spends
most of her time seated at a window in the
big, bare salon, gazing listlessly at the
chimneys that make her view, They ea
she is very often found in tears, thou l‘:
ghe does not like to have It noticed. Sha
reads littla, hut “The Imitation of Christ”
i3 nlways within reach of her hand. Twice
a woek she has a visit from her youngest
daughter, the Princesa of Hesse, who comes
over from Frankfort to pass the afternoon
at tha mournful schloss. 1t 18 a pitiful
evening to a life which dawned so brightly.

Rosemary Hall is the delectable name of
a school for girls. 1t 18 in a big, roomy build
ing on a breezy hilltop near Greenwich. From
the windows one can look across the Sound
to Lung Island or bagk to wooded hills and
roads that go dipping up and down as if they
were playing hide-and-seek with you. There
i, lo short, an absolutely unlimitedsupply of
out-of-doors around Rosemary Hall

And the girls draw upon this supply as
if they realized that it is inexhaustible. They
have a track for whesling and runuing. They
play at hare and hounds. There are beauti-
ful stone walls around Greenwich, and though
the hare generally includes plenty of them
in the run, the hounds take them with a non-
chalant ease whioh 18 beautiful They
play basketball. And they take both short-
bounds and long-bounds walks

To all of which a large.chorus of girls’
schools will reply: “Andwso do we!”

But that lsn’t all that the Rosemary girls
do. They have an annual spring walk which
is the out-of-door fcature of the whole school
year. The firet one was taken seven years
ago. Nine girls went with the head teacher
that time and had such a glorious tiiwe that
the spring walk was forthwith made a per-
maunent inetitution. From the nine girls who
Jolned the first walk the number has grown
to twenty-five, And when these twenty-flve
wirls set off & week ago yesterday on thefr
three-daye’ tramp they were followed by the
longing glances of every oue of the girls who
had to stay behind.

There are five forms at Rosemary Hall and
most of those who take the long walk are
fourth or Afth form girls. The young girls of
the first or seoond form are not invited. Thia
is not fotended as an invidious personal die-
finction. It I8 merely becauss the head
teachear will not let & “green” girl, physically
speaking, go She must have had athletio
and gymnastio training. No$ that the walk
is & great tax on the strength of the girls who
takeit, but a girl must be thoroughly fit or she
lsn't allowed to go.

“Most of the girls don’t need any special
preliminary tralning forths three days’ walk ™
said the head teacher. “If they Lava bLeen
laying basketball, hars-and-hounds, pand
allng regular exercise in the yinuasium
they are ready to start off at any t?un. Giirls
who haven't been playing hesketball or som e
thing of that sort must register for the wall;
thres or foiur weeka before it comes off,
it ls decided that they way go they take daily
exerolse by way of preparation. They run
