IN BUIT OF HONDURAS €O, AGAINST
NONDURAS BYNDICATE.

Gen. Tracy Answers Aliegations That He Used
Information Obtilned in His Capacity
as Counsel of Shipherd's Concern for
the Bemefit of the Rival Company.

Gen, Benjamin F, Traoy, former Secretary
of the Navy, was examined for over three
hours yesterday afternoon in the sult brought
by the Honduras Company in the United
States Cirouit Court for the District of New
Jersoy to compel the Honduras Syndicate to
@ive upoertain rights and conoesslonsobtalned
from the Government of Honduras. The
hearing was held in the ofMos of Charles L
Qorbin, one of the counsel for the defendant,
in Jersey City, before Nioholas W. Bindsell, a
lawyer of Nowark, aoting for Col. H D. Oli-
phant, olerk and standing examiner for the
court.

Jacob 8. Shipherd of Riochmond HIIl, the
promoter of the original Honduras enterprise,
maintains that after the Honduras Company
was organized Gen. Traocy and others who
had acted as counsel for the company made
use of the {nformation which they obtained
In their professional capacity to float the
Honduras Syndicate.

Mr. Shipherd did not go into the syndioate,
but admits that he got $50,000 from ¢ as
compensation for his suggestious and work
in promoting the original scheme.

Mr. Shipherd examined Gen. Tracy in the
absence of State Senator Robert H. MoCarter,
counsel for the plaintiff. He set out to estab-
lish the fact that Gen. Tracy held confi-
dential relations with the Honduras Com-
pany as oounsel and as one of the associate
founders.

*Did you expsct to be compensated for
such attentions as you gave this Honduras
business?” asked Mr. Bhipherd.

*1 presumed,” replied the Gemeral, "that
{f the company found capital and soquired
concessions that my associates would aocord
me some recognition in ita stock in propors
tion to the amount of my services.”

Instead of seiting the political prisoners
free, ns was guaranteed, it s suid thut the
Government is treating them more cruelly
tban heretofore. It s now feared that Col
Murillo will be arrested when he arrives at
Bogota, although he currles a passport with
him from Dr Carlos Martinez Silva, Colom-
bian Minister at Washington

his peace manifesto, which sera forth his
reasons for abandening the rebellion aguinst
the Government,
