torrid air

Mrs McKinley passed a restfu night
and was awake early this morning look-
ing forward to the arrival of the
Presidential train at Canton whero sIte
expected to meet her sister for a few
minute and where she could catch a
glimpse from the car window of old neigh-
bors and friends President McKinley
also awoke early nnd when the train reached
Fort Wayne Ind at 730 oclock he
promptly stepped down front hi car and
shook hands with the 200 or 300 persons
who had gathered at tim btatlon
