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NO MAN:EATING SHARKS?

OLD QUESTION REVIVED BY A STORY
FROM CHARLESTON.

Capt. Billy De Nyse of the Aqearium Saye He
* Doesn't Belteve That Such Fishes Exist
and Asietant Supt. Spencer Holds With
Him - Ofter Herman Oelrichs Once Made.

Old-time fshermen around town smiled
yeatorday when they read the Charleston
despatch printed in the morning newspapers
which stated that the crew of the lightship
off Charleston Bar had captured a ten-foot
shark and found in its belly the left arm of
& negro. The despatch added that since the
drowning of fifteen fishermen off the South
Carolina coast on Friday last a school of
sharks had been skirting the water and it
was belleved that the sharks had attacked
the men and In the struggle a man-eating
shark had snapped off the negro's arm at
the albow. The other flshermen it was be-
leved had been devoured by the sharks,

*That's 8 good fish story,” said Capt. Billy
DeNyse, the New York shark expert, “when
seen at the Aquarium yesterday. T don't
believe a shark would attack A man if the
man was simply swimming. Of course, a
shark, like & rat, would fight back when at-
tacked and would probably use his ugly
teeth, but I never knew of a case where It
was proved that a shark had eaten a man.
I've scen & great many sharks in my time
and I've heard about man eaters, but 1
never saw one of that kind, The other day
a fellow came here o the Aquarium and asked
me why we didn't keep A man-eating shark
on exhibitlon. I told him we would if he
would supply the men for lunch. Ho re-
plied that he never thought of that end of It,
but other fellows come here and ask ques-
tions just aa silly.

“The only kind of sharks that come north
to our waters are barmless, so far as I kuow
First there is the basking shark, a fellow
10 or 12 feet in length; then thero Is the sand
shark, which measures as much as 7 or 8 feet;
then comes the blue shark, which is from 10
to 12 feet long. and which only comes north in
summers that are extremely warm.  We also
run across the thrasher or whiptall ehark,
which has a tail as long as his body and
measures over all from 30 to 36 fee t, aud the
hammerhead, which is 10 or 13 feet long and
bas & head shaped like a double-headed ham«
mer. His eyes are in the end of the hammer,
and he bas an ugly looking mouth. Noue of
these sharks are man-eaters. They chase
the bluefish, when the latter comes north
following the menhaden You ses, the blue-
fish feed on menhaden, and the sharks lay
low and then feed on the bluerish  It's like
a case of cat catch the rat and dog cateh the
oat The shark comes last and gets a double
meal of menhaden and bluefish

“Down around Havana and in the tropics
you'll find sharks that will ight when attacked,
and I've heard people say these tropical
sharks ate men, but I'd never believe it untll
1 saw the trick turned off I've seen sharks
attack a school of porpolses and kill one of
she porpoises, but the shark will always attack

porpolse. It is a strunge battle to witnesa
30“ a8 s0on As one of the porpoises is injured
all of the others attack himand then follows
a battle royal The sharks wet ixed up
with each other in these fights and keep at
1t until one viotiin goes by the boards, as the
eaying is If there are sharks along the
outh Carolina coast {usl now they cawe
rom the troples with the Gulf stream
Bharks often get out of their latitude by
swimming along in water that has not found
the cold You sea water I8 somewhat differ-
ent from alr It takes water twenty-four
ours to lose one degree of heat, o the shark
8 buncoed when the weather changes, and
sometimes he goes further than he contracts
to go but a4 for sharks eating men, why, it's

apt Spencer, the assistant superintend-

SHOT HIS WIFE AND FLED.

Binghamton Cigarmaker Captured After
Wandering All Night.

BivamamTON, June 6 —Robert O Stanley
shot his wife last night while she was holding
thelr four-year-old daughter in her arms, and
then tried to kill himself, but could mot make
the revolver dlacharge Stanley is u cigar-
maker He has been drinking of late and
had falled to furnish proper malutenance
for his family, and the daughters went to
work In a department store. Mrs. Stanley
caused her husband’'s arrest for non-support
some time ago, and at that time he tried to
kill her, but was prevented Thev had
separated and Stanley was living alone

Last evening, when a daughter ocalled to
collect the monthly lnstallment of alimony
dua her mother on a court order, nley
asked that his wife come in person aking
their four-vear-old child, she went to his home
He met her at the door and remarked: “Here's
where you get your alimony in a lump, for
1 have decided to end the whole thing * Ue
shot her through the chest, barely missing
his little girl  As the woman sank to the
ground he fired again with the remark: “I'll
maka a sure Jjob of 1t * The ball grarzed
her head. He then placed the ravolver to
his head and snapped the trigger severanl
times, hut the pistol was not discharged

Nelghbors approached and he turned and
fled to the woods  The surrounding couniry
was searched all night by the poliee and
wosses of citizens, and at 8 o’clock this morn-
,ne Stanley was arrested inthe outskirts of
the city., He had wandered through the
woods In a cirele and pretended to have no
knowledge of the shooting. The revolver
and empty cartridges were found on him.  Hia
wife's condition to-day s eritical.
