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TWO GIRLS MISSING, ONE DROWNED.

The Biddle Sisters of Malden, Mase., Disap-
* peared ibe Same Night —Body of One Foand.

BostoN, June 10.--Miss Lillan Biddle,
17 years old, and her sister Sadie, two years
younger, daughters of Lemuel A. Biddle,
of Malden, disappeared from their home
on Pleasant street last Wednesday night
and until this noon nothing could be learned
of their whereabouts, although an active
search was made by the police.

Jus: as the factory whistles blew at 12
o'c ok to-day two boys who were playing
ou the edge of the Fellsamere Park Pond,
Malden, discovered the body of the oldest
girl lying in a clump of bushes not far from
the shore.

Came by Train With Baggage-Discovered
When It Cried ~Mother Found Next Day.

MorrisTown, N. J, June 10 —A live black
baby in a black satchel is probably the oddest
piece of baggage ever handled by the Del-
aware, lLackawanna and Western Rall-
road. It arrived at the Morristown sta-
tion on the 7 o'clook train Sunday night,
James Rutledge, the depot baggage master,
did not notice anything peculiar about the
bag when it arrived and piled it with the other
uncalled for baggage. At 11 o'clock he heard
faint cries coming from the heap of haggage.
He traced them to the black satchel and found
the sbon-hued (nfant inside, carefully packed
in cotton.

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WILL GAMBLE—CRIMMINS.

YOU CAN'T STOP 'EM. AND WHY PRE-
TEND TO FORBID IT?

Who Doesn't Gamble? -%s It Werse, Open, oa
the Racetracks, or Hidden, in Town? —Po-
lice Not S0 Bad —Jerome an Actor In a Farce
—m' Reminds Jerome of a Gamble,

John D. Crimmine, who has been *promi-
nently mentioned.” as the reporters say, as
the possible anti-Tammany candidate for
Mayor, lasued a statement yesterday out-
lining his attitude upon the gambling ques-
tion. The statement he prepared was as
follows:

“I am not playing politics. I am playing
business. [ think Mr Philbin Is well able
to conduct thee affairs of his oMce without
any outaide asalstance.  Justice Jerome
seoms to be taking a good deal of pleasure
in these ralds. The question is, is the effect
of them to stop gambling

“I question very much whether gambling
will be stopped by such methods. I am rather
inclined to favor the work of the Committee
of Fifteen, That work has been toward
preserving the character of the home life by
driving from the tenements vieious charae-
ters. The workingmen are particularly anx-
fous that their home life should be surrounded
by & correct atmosphere, and the work of the
Committee of Fifteen in that direction has
been commendable and should be appre-
ciated. I have talked with workingmen and
they have told me that conditions ought not
to exist which leave with them the fear that
their children may be subjected to alluring
influences.

“Gambling will go on. Men will go inte
these gambling places. Has the gambling
ovil been openly conducted? Has it been
offensive? Has it been serious in its conse-
quencea’ My judgment is that it has not
been except to a very small extent These
places have beon kept out of sight. I have
never been in one of them and 1 do not know
where they are located

“I do not like Justice Jeroma's methods. 1
have too mueh respect for the judiclal robe
I think he would do his part if he left the
raiding of the gambling places to the police
It has been more like a farce than anything
olse, and he has been the principal actor
He has gotten the greatest enjoyment out
of it all. He is an honest man, no doubt,
but I do not believe the golice are so avil as
he seeks to make them out. I cannot imagine
that the police would protect open violations
of thelaw. If there have been such violations
as are complnined of it seems to many that
not many people have been punished very
severely

“People gamble by buying cotton and
iron ore. There is an inclination in all people
toward speculation. They work it off In
different methoda A highly prominent
citizen in this city refused, he told me re-
cently, to sign a vetition for the removal of

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A THREE-MILE-LONG HUNAWAY.

Al Riverside Drive Stopped to Cheer H'ood
Coach Herses On.

A pair of blooded coach horses, one
with the bit in his teeth and the other with
the bridle off and dangling between his
legs had a run of more than three miles
last night and the manager of a circus
parade could not have picked out for them
a better reute for spectacular features
than they chose for themselves. It was
on Riverside Drive and Broadway at just
the hour when both thoroughfares were
crowded with carriages, bicycle riders
and folks out for a walk. Part of the
way the runaways dragged a victoria
but they finally left that stuck in a sewer
hole,

The horses were driven by John Hunt,
a coachman employed by the New York
Cab Company. He was wailing outside
the Clermont restaurant near Grant's Tomb
for a party of four who had gone in for
dinner, The dinner. was long and the
team became restive. The off horse tried
to work off Lis nervousness by scraping
his head against a tree, e finally scraped
his bridle off and that was the beginning
of the trouble. The nigh horse didn't
have a tree on his side but he managed
to gat the bit in his teeth and then the pair
started down the Drive, licketty split.

Hundreds of people in the Park stood
up on benches, in violation of a corporation
ordinance and cheered the runaways on.
A young woman sald that it looked like
a chariot race. Her young man expressed
it differently and said the horses were
going like “Billy be damned.” Both were
right, John Hunt, the driver, was tossed
off the box before his team had gone half
a dozen blocks. He wasn't hurt much. At
Ninety-eighth street a man with a bleycle,
the eyes of hundreds of admiring girls
upon him, jumped into the middle of the
drive and waved his bicycle up and down
in front of the runaways.
¥ The horses simply turned east into
Ninety-eighth streef, but they turned such
a sharp corner that the wheels on one side
of the carrlage went into a sewer basin
and effectually anchored the vehicle. For
a second or two this stopped the horses,
A policeman grabbed one and a citizen
caught the mane of the other, the one
without his bridle. The two men kept
their hold for a emall fraction of a minute,
and then the $3,500 pair of flve-year.olds
danced themselves free of the cop, the
citizen, the carriage and the harness, all at
one dance, and went on through Ninety-
eighth street to Broadway, where they
turned south on the wrong side of the
parkway,

That was the only rule of the road that
the horses violated in their long run, Driv-
ers and riders going north had to jam up
hard against the east curb to give the pair
a clear road. The horses ran together
neck and neck as well as If there been
harness connecting them. There wasn't a
gcrap of leather or a buckle left by that
time. They crossed Sherman square on
the gallop and kept up the pace till they

ot to t‘m Circle at Fifty-ninth street.
q‘here they slowed up a bit and trottad
over the bridge across the subway chasm
in good order.

On the other side of the bridge an auto-

TFILS ENGLAND NOT T0 FFAR.

R. P. Porter Talks to British Hasiness Men on
Our Trade Competition.
Special Cadle Despateh to THE SUN

Loxpos, June 10 —=The Hon. R P Porter,
United Btates commercial sagent, was a
guest to-day of the Chesterdeld Chamber of
Commerce He made a speech in which he
referrad to the epldemic of industrial pessi-
mism which seemed to he temporarily swesp-
thg over the United Kingdom

The President of the Chamber had asked
why the American beat the Britisher in the
magnitude of Lis operations and the ease
with which he adapted himself to new con-
ditions. In reply Mr, Porter sald he did
not doubt that the Americans had made
greater progress in certain industries than
the British, but it was extremely doubtful
whether they are prepared at present to
compete with Great Britain and Germany
for the world's markets In any branches
of manufacture except irton and steel, ma-
chinery and the coarser grades of cotton
gonds

The commercial relations of Great Britain
and the United States are so closely Inter-
woven that the prosperity of one country
means the prosperity of the other

Those who argued the end of English eom-
mercial supremacy  becanse the value of
American exports exeeaded thosa of Great
Britain one year might ind their argument
up<et by the first bad harvest

Ihere wore many complieated economie
problems facing the Americans just as they
were the Britlsh The magnitude of Ameri-
can undertakings might be impressive, but
these proportions were not obtained with-
out corresponding dangers

MRS. WATROUSIS MRS, HUNT

ARCHITECT'S NARRIAGE TO RIS NEIGH-
BOR'S WIFE ANNOUNCED.

Mrs, Hunt, Whe s the Sister of Mrs. Oliver
Harriman, Jr.. Got a Divorce In February
~The Watrows Divorce Had Not Been Pub-

~. licly Announced. but Is Readily Inferred.

Notlce was sent to the newspapers last
night that Richard Howland Hunt, the
architect, whose wife recently got a Dakota
divorce, had been married on Saturday to
Mrs. Margaret Livingston Watrous, who,
when she was the wife of Walter W. Watrous
of the Metropolitan Club, was a neighbor of
the Hunts at Garden City. The marriage
was performed by the Rev. Dr. Abbott FE.
Kittredge of the Madison Avenue Reformed
Church at the home of the bride's parents,
Mr. and Mrs. 8. Otis Livingston, 25 Fast
Sixty-fourth street.

The marriage took place at 5 P. M. in
the drawing room of the Livingston resi-
dence. Dr. Kittredge was chosen to per-
form the ceremony, bacause he is a friend

of the bride's family. The immediate
members of the Hunt and Livingston
families were present, Mr. and Mrs,

Hunt left town the same evening.

Mrs, Hunt obtained last February, her
divorce but it was not to be a final de-
cree until a year elapsed. Walter W,
Watrous is at Lake George, £o it was said
last night at his house, 352 lexington av-
enue. The person in charge of the house
said that Mr. Watrous would be very much
surprised to learn that Mrs. Watrous had
married agaln. Nobody here, it was sald,
had ever heard that Mr. and Mrs. Watrous
had been divorced.

The marital troubles of Mr Hunt and
Mrs. Watrous occupied a great deal of
publie attention in the fall of 1889, though
the diMiculties in which they were involved
had begun nearly a year before. When
the matter became public Mr. Hunt's wife,
who was Miss Pearl Carley and is a sister
of Mrs. Oliver Harriman, Jr., made a state-
ment in which she told her version of what
had happened.

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NO TRACE OF WOMAN'S HEAD.

Mystery of the Headiess Bedy Found in Chelms-
ford Still Unsolved.

IowelL, Mass,, June 10.—The identity
of the headless body of the woman found
beneath a brush heap in Chelmsford Centre
vesterday afternoon is still unknown.
The head is still missing, although the wood-
lot where the trunk was found has been
thoroughly searched to-day by a large num-
ber of police and reporters.

An autopsy was performed this forenoon
and the report of Dr. Meigs, the medical
examiner, furnishes no clue by means of
which the mystery can ba cleared up.

Meigs says:

“The head was severed by some sharp
instrument, the cut being between the sec-
ond and third cervical vertebree. The
woman has Leen dead several weeks, All
the organs are practically normal. The
ntommgx contained rurtlully digested matter,
There was no bullet wound. The woman
was about 30 years old, weighed 130 pounds
and was abont § feet 4 inches. There were no
marks upon her person by which she could
he identified. Nothing was developed in
the autopsy which would further assist
in detecting her assailant.”

The general opinion in Chelmsford is
that the woman was murdered in some
other locality than that where the body was
found, the head disposed of and the trunk
brought to the wood lot in a wagon.

MFERITS OF OUR LOCOMOTIVES.

Former Manager of Cape Colony Rallways
Discusses Their Use,
Special Cable Despateh to Tl SUN,

Loxpon, June 10,- Mr. Elliott, ex-man-
ager of the railwava of the Cape Colony,
who is now in London, when questioned
concerning his experience with American
locomotives, paid a tribute to the Baldwin
Locomotive Works for their excellent
material and their promptness in delivery,
but said he found that their engines con-
sumed 20 per cent. more fuel than the Eng-
lish locomotives. This, perhaps, was due
to the fact that those first supplied to the
Cape raillways were of the same type as
those furnigshed to Japan, and had been
constructed to suit special conditions there,

The Cape railways had since ordered more
Baldwin engines and others from the
Schenectady Locomotive Works, in which
the makers had embodied certain improve-
menta suggested by Chief Supt. Beattie,
The latter had since reported that the
Schenectady engines which had been de-
livered could haul more than any other
engines that had been used in the colony,
Mr. Elliott added that the Schenectady
engines follow the Englieh lines regarding
atyle and finish, while the Baldwin Works
did not trouble themselves 30 much about
appearances.

He could not speak concerning the life of
the engines of either of these buildera.
This remained to be geen.

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ROSE LEFEBRE MURDERED:
LOUIS HARTMAN KIILS HER AND
HIMSELF IN A CHICAGO HOTEL.
He Was a Son of I:Jm. a Pear! Street
Tobacco Dealer of This Clty-She Had
Been a Member of the Hot Alr Bar-
lesquers’ Company-—They Had KEloped.

CHicac0, June 10.—Louis Hartman of
New York killed Miss Rose LeFebre in their
room in the Great Northern Hotel this
morning and committed suicide. The mo-
tive probably was jealousy. They eloped
from New York city three weeks ago.

The tragedy was the result of a quarrel
in which Hartman accused the young
woman of flirting, Under the stage name
of Rose Violet she was to have commenced
rehearsals at the Orpheon Music Hall this
morning.

Although the murder and suicide were
committed at 1 o'clock this morning, the
discovery of the crime was not made till
4 o'clock in the afternoon. During the
morning inquiries were made at the hotel for
Miss LeFebre by persons connected with the
Orpheon, but the clerk said she was not in,
The couple came to this city last Tuesday.
Miss LeFebre met Hartman in New York
only three weeks ago. It seemed tobhea
case of love at first sight and the young
people decided that they could not live
without each other,

Although Hartman was married agd a
close watch was being kept on him by his
parents, he succeeded in getting away
from the city and, in company with
Miss lelebre, went to Hartford,
Conn, The elder Hartman, who is a
wealthy tobacco manufacturer and who re-
resides in East 112th sireet, at once put de-
tectives on his son's track and they have
been shadowing him ever since, The elop-
ing couple went from Hartford to Spring-
fleld, Mass, and came from thers to
Chicago, where they at once regis-
tered at. the Great Northern. Here
they seemed to be making themselves
happy, although it is said that they had
quarrels on several occasions, Sunday
night they ordered supper to be served
in their room and after disposing of
this asked for a couple of bottles of
champagne, which they drank. Nothing
more was heard of them and it was not
known that a crime had been committed
until this afternoon,

The woman was known here as Rose Vio-
let and as Rose LeFebre, She lived at one
time at 238 West Thirty-fourth street.

She was a Jewes about 22 years old. She
was a member of the Hot Air Burlegque
Company at Miner's Eighth Avenue Theatra
until about two months ago.

Hartman was a son of Max Hartman,
the wholesale tobacco dealer at 191
Pearl street. The father learned a
week ago of his son's infatuation for the
leFebre woman and went to her room in
Thirty-fourth street to get the young man
to go home with him -~

Young Hartman was in the Thirty-fourth
street house when his father called, but
concealed himself behind the portieres and
listened to a very stormy interview between
the girl and his father. On the next day
the pair left for Chicago.
