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BROOKLYN AND QUEENS.

An explanation of great Importance In
its bearing on real estate development In
Brooklyn has been given of the Mayor's
abrupt signature of the Last River Tunnel
bill despite his original opposition to the
route, which he finally Indorsed. This op-
position was founded on the bellef, enter-
talned in common with the public, that the
route was lald out in the interest of the Long
Island Railroad, which would presumably
construct and operate the tunnel. Ap-
parently, however, there has never been
any substantial ground for the opinion that
the Long Island Rallroad desired to control
the rapid transit tunnel, the opinlon being
merely an Inference drawn from the fact
that the route articulates with the Long
lsland terminal station at the junction of
Flatbush and Atlantle avenues. At any
rate, It is authentically stated that the Mayor
was oonvinced by representations made to
him that the Long Island Railroad would
have no motive to secure the tunpel, not
belng In a position to operats it with profit
on the rental required

It was pointed out that a steam rallway,
maintaining a freight as woll as a passenger
service, 8 obliged to accommodate itaelf
to both classes of traffic and, moreover,
oan run trains only on long headway, mak-
{ng Infrequent stops, Within, say, eight
miles of the tunnal terminal in Manhattan,
the Long Island would be unable to com-
pete with the Brooklyn trolley lines for pas-
sengers, and outside that limit it would be
obliged to depend chiey for passenzer
traflo on comparatively thinly populated
settlements clustering within walking dis-
tance, or half a mile of the raflway stations,
The number of stations might be increased,
but at the expense of running time, which
would be lengthenad as the stopping places
were multiplied, Express trains might be
added, but the advantage thus gained would,
beyond a point quickly reached, be dlspro-
portionate to the increase in cost of opera-
tion. The suburban passenger service of
the Long Island s undoubtedly capable
of substantial development, but certainly
not in the lmmediate future, to an extent
which would Justify the lease of the tunnel,
particularly as the road will have the ad-
vantage, free of cost to itself, of landing
passengers at the Brooklyn tunnel terminal,
and will probably be able to enter into some
transfer arrangements with the tunnel man-
agement,

The loglo of the situation {s that whatever
interest undertake: to operata the tunnel it
will have to overcoma the heavy initlal and
permanent outlay by securing urhan
passenger trafo already in exlstance and
{n prospect within the eight-mila ‘imit This
traffo 13 controlled by the electric lines, and
an adequate share of it can be secured only
by intercepting the roads from South Brook-
lyn and the southern part of Queens that
pow run over the Bridge Obviously, paas-
sengers on the Bridge lines would rarely
leave thelr cars fcr the tunnel line even in
the absence of an additional fare, for a con-
tinuous ride is quite as important a factor
{n urban travel as a five-cent fare and sev-
eral minutes' saving in time But the local
travel from the three Brooklyn stations of
the tunnel line, including transfors from the
Long Island road, will call for the utiliza-
tion of but a part of the tunnel's carrying
capacity. To utilize the full capacity some
arrangements will have to be made which
will divert the South Brooklyn elactrio cars
from the Bridge direotly through the tunnel,
an arrangement obviously dlotated by a
mutuality of intarests between the pro-
spective tunnel management and the Brooklyn
Rapid Transit Company.

It 1s belleved In well-informed quarters
that the tunnel will bs built by the Subway
Construction Company and operated as
an integral part of the subway in Manhattan
by the finanocial Interests identifled with
that company. The lowering of the long
Island traoks in Atlantio avenus is oertain to
be completed by the time the tunnel line
s opened, and at the office of the East River
Bridge Commission it (s =ald that that
bridge will probably be finished in three
years, although four may possibly bo re-
quired. What will be the effect of the simul-
taneous completion of these three great publie
improveinents?

The most revolutionary in Its (nfluence
will be the East River Tunnel. The tunnel
for the first time in the history of Brooklyn
will place part of that borough in direct com-
munication with the shopping, theatre, hotel
and alub ocentre of Manhattan—the show end
pervadsd by the subtle atmosphere of those
elements that sum up the distinctive richness
and variety of metropolitan life  With abso-
lute parity of transportation there I8 no
alchemy in the soll of Manhattan to make
{t permanently more valuable than that of
Brooklyn. The part of Brooklyn within
walking distance of the three subway
stations, at the Brooklya Clty Hall
Fulton street and Flatbush avenue, and
Flatbush and Atlantic avenueg will, in any
event, be on an equality with the West Side
in Manhattan, and {f the electrio trolley
lines are admitted to the tunmel the area
of direct transportation will ba indefinitely
widened The territory tributary to the
subway station will attract the eame class
of residents that have creared the high land
values on tha West Side, and with residential
property capabla of attracting tenantry for
modern elevator apartments, suitable real
eetate will quickly be improved to secure
the more productive income Direct com-
munication with the uptown shopping and
amusement contre will make the tributary
territory avallable for lmprovement with
tall apartments and the substitution of modern
apartments for redidances will cause a tre-
mendous rlsa in land valuoes

The Atlantio avenus improvement will
cover a distance of nearly s#ix mlles. Toa
Long Island tracks will be depressed from
Platbush avenue station, a distance of 2,200
yards, the surface of the street being restored
to its full width for public use. From Bed-
ford avenue the tracks will rise in an open
out and pass to an elevatad structure, which
at Nostrand avenue will ba high enough
to permit street trafMe below. Thence
the tracks will be carried variously by ele-
vated structure, tunnuel and surfaoce grade,
which Is permanently reached at Atlins
avepue, The effect of this  Improvement
will ba appreciated by those anainted
with the resuits that followad the dopression
of the New York and Harlem tracks In Fourth
avenue. The whola of the district affected
by the Atlantic avenus improvement is readily
accessible to Manhattan by present troans-
portation facilities nearnr  parts  of
the avenue and the abutting streots will
undoubtedly be quickly bullt up with
class flats and private ) while a groeat
buldding mov s esxpected to d
tn the Twenty-foarth ward,
the tide of immigration |
diverted by t} r
grade rallway crosings
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it high ground, and lots in
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encompass the whole of Brookiyn and the
larger part of Queens. They also set the
physical limit of urban dovelopment and
determine the possibilities of enhancement
in the valus of land

What the East River Bridge and the tunnel
are expectad to do for outlying land may be
inferred from the land movement that re-
sulted from the admission of the Brooklyn
transportation lines to the present bridge, a
movement which is still rising, particularly
under stimulus of improvements in the service
of the Brooklyn Rapid Transit Company in-
augurated by Its new management Of 2,603
buildings completed in the thirty-two wards
of Brooklyn last year 1,080 were erected in
the seven suburban wards lying south and
east of Prospect Park In these wards are
about thirty tracts under development sby
land improvemen' companles, nearly all of
which have been opened since the Brooklyn
lines were admitted to Manhattan. Beocause
of the general control of the land by etrong
corporations the character of the building
improvements is uniformly higher than would
have been the case if the initiative had been
left to individual speculative builders, and
the teris of purchasa to the public easier on
lower prices in respect of both lots and houses

The practice on most of the tracts has been
to introduce a complete system of improve-
ments, including paved streets, flagged side-
walks, water and gas, and the chief distino-
tion between the tracts is the presence or
absence of sewers, these having been put in
wherever the city mains extended far enough
out to bo reached. The territory covered by
the city mains is being built up with extreme
rapidity. On some of tho tracts the ma-
jority of the lots are already occupled by
private houses, and the vacant lots inter-
spersed are being sought after by builders
as sites for exclusive apartment houses suit-
ablo to the nelghburhood. This new use
open to the land {3 enhancing lot values, and
tending to push the current style of private
house construction further outward,

The most active construction work has been
carried on at Bay Ridge, Fort Hamliton,
Bath Beaoh, Bensonhurst, Mapleton, Dyker
Heights, Van Pelt Manor, Borough Park,
Flatbush, Kensington Park and part of Ocean
Parkway. Building operations have been
extensive also in the Bedford, Eastern Park-
way, East New York, and Ridgewood sec-
tions, and in Sea Gate, Coney Island, Graves-
end, Manhattan Beach, Sheepshead Bay,
Canarsie and Bergen Beach, Among the
beach sottlements the most progressive the
past few years, sinee it came into the hands
of the present management, has been Sea
Gate, which is, indeed, a model of ita kind,

Generally speaking, in the localities nearer
to Manhattan there are more houses rented,
many of thom of the two-family design. In
the more distant neighborhoods there is less
renting, nearly all the dwellings being occu-
piad by their owners, One of the most In-
toresting sactions in Flatbush Yust bevond the
south entrance of Prospect Park’ is the John
Lefterts estate, comprising 750 lots, of which
800 have been sold, Of 155 houses built 120
have been sold, The houses are of two and
three stories and basement, of brick and
stone, costing from $8,000 to $12,000,

Just south of Prospect Park is Prospect
Park South, Brooklyn's most finished settle-
ment. In the short time the property has
been on tho market more than $600,000 has
been invested in homes oost'ng from $10,000
to $30,000. The ilan has been to sell lots to
biuye. s who will bulld their own homes, but a
number of new ‘iouses are belng completad
to sult urgent homae-scekers. The same is
trne of South Midwood, another sectlon of
Flatbush, which (3 being developed by the
Germania Real Estata and Improvement
Company. Villa plots are guoted at 82,000
aniece and houses from $7,000 to $12,000
Kensington Park is vnother beautiful neigh-
borhood to the south of Prospect Park, and
developed along similar lines. At Home-
orest the Harbor and Suburban Building
Assoclation has been bullding elght to four-
teen-i oom houses of attractive design

In Flatbush the F. B. Ackerson Construo-
tion Company 13 laying out a tract of twelve
acres adjoining its sottlement of Beverly
Square, where honses costing $11,000 and
812,500 have been disposed of The now
tract is to be known as Bavarly Square West,
and houses there will bs offered at $8,000 and
upward. Among the (mportant groups of
houses undertaken by I(ndividual buildera
which ought to be notad are those of W. A, A
Brown and Walter R. Lusher

The largest company operating In Brook-
lyn, however, makes a spocialty of the sale
of lote. Wood, Rarmon & Co, when the
trolleys were admitted to the Bridge, bought
up twenty-seven farws, comprialng 1,000
acres, at rates which would avorage $100
a lot. The company has since developad
parts of this holding, Inecluding Rugby, Oak
Crest, The lindens, and Kings Osks, and
sold nearly 4,000 lota at an average of
less than §400 a lot. The lots are sold on the
installment plan and the purchaser’s family
is sacurad agalnst loss In case of his death
by a free lifs (nsurance policy coveriug the
unpoid purclisse money The company's
current lot salea average $40,000 A waek
and are made chiefly by house to house can-
vasters, although o large proportion e
effoctad by ninil

In Queens, at Flushing, on a rolllng plateau
that rises frow tha bay, is a reaidentlal park
around a well-aquipped business and shop-
ping centre  Flushing f3 much the same
sort of scttlemoent as Flathush, with like
architectural and eoclal characteristics, Here
the Itealty Trust has a tract under develop-
ment on attractive lines  Suburban houses
in varled architectural deeign, on roomy
plots, having all the convenlences and In
sufMetent number to create a desirabla ne'gh-
borhood have been bullt and sold for four
or five years

Elmhurst {s similar {n plan and selling
schieme to tha other corporate enterprises
deseribed, It is on high, healthy, ittractive
ground, only twelve minutes by train from
Thirty-fourth street ferry, and has trolley
connections to all points, Of 270 houses 280
have been sold, The Cord Meyer Company
has houses of ita own construction for sale,
or will sell a plot and bulld a house from the
buyer's plans on easy torms, Both Elmlurst
and Flushing are golng to he hrought into
more direct and {otimate relations with Man.
hattan by the East River and Blackwell's
Island bridges,
