PRINCETON DOWNS YALE

DECIDING GAME OF BASEBALL SERIES

WON BY SCORE OF 5 TO 9.

Men of Old Nassaw Handler With Their Bats

Than the Wearers of the Rige -Good Pitch-
ing on Both Sides —Rally by Ells Makes
Last Innlng Exciting -Plenty of Nolse.

The Tigers of Princeton proclaimed before-
hand in stirring song how they were going
to “give the Elis a surprise and black their
eves,” and they did so. They beat Yalo in
the deciding basebull game, played yestorday
afternoon at the Polo Grounds, by a score
of 5 to 2. At baseball Old Nassau Is noearly
as lnvulnerable as Achilles. The Princeton
men were handier with thelr bats than Yale
and their victory was chiefly due to timely
hitting. Outflelded on the whole by Yale
they nevertheless made two halr-raising
double plays which wrought havoo with
Yale's chances. Cook and Underhill the
rival boxmen, both pitched In Afirst-class
form.

Underhill, Princeton’'s freshman twirler,
not only pltched well, but was the most delib-
erate pitcher seen here in many a day.
