At a convention on Sunday
the party elected Francisco Acuna leader,
to succeed Munoz Rivera, who has resigned.

The convention also secretly resolved to
support the Government. Therefore a
committes, consisting of Sefores Acuna,
Santiago, Palmer, [Herminio and Diaz,
called on Gov. Allen to-day and paid their
respects.  They said they were appointed
to call on him as the representatives of a
political party, but they were also citizens
who were interested in the development
of Porto Rico and the advancement of the
industries of the country. They offered
to cooperate with the Governor In any way
that wonld benefit the country.

The spokesman said they felt that the
time had come when small bickerings
should cease and all men should unite in
the deslre to aid good government. Suf-
ficient time had elapsed since the establish-
ment of civil government for an idea to be
formed as to the iutentipns of the Admin-
istration, and they felt that these were all
for the best

Gov. Allen expressed his pleasure on
Liearing that the efforts of the Administra-
tion met with the approval of all good
citizens, He sald that the American Gov-
ernment welcomed the support and
operation of all the people of Porto Rico.
He had never doubted the result of the
experiment here. 1t had only been retarded
by injudicious statements which had been
cireulated. In regard to the future, Giov
Allen intimated that the island wonld soon
enjoy tree trade and a great era of pros-
perity.

At the convention on Sunday delegates
were present from every district of the
island, and it 8 considered that this genersl
approval i8 the highest sort of a tribute
to Gov. Allen and promnises a great deal of
prosperity.

WasmixaroN, June 17.-Gov, Allen of
Porto Rico telegraphed tho Saecretary of
State to-day that by a unanimous vote
of the heads of the executive departments
the special session of the Legislature would
meet on July 4, and announcement would
then be made of the date on which, by
proclamation, free trade bet ween the United

43 MINUTES TO FlIl. JURY BOX IN
KFEILLER SHOOTING CASE.

Counsel for the Accused Fights Every Inch of
Ground In Prellminary Testimony —Wit-
nesses Tell How the Clergyman Was Shot
~Severe Cross-Examination for Each
~HRishop Starkey and a Host of Eplscopal
Ministers at the Court House — Many Women.

The case of the State of New Jersey against
Thowas G. Barker, charged with feloniously
assaulting the Rev John Keller at Arlington,
N J, on Feb § la<t, began before Judge
John A Blair in the Court of General Ses-
stons, Jersey City, at 10 o'clock yesterday
morning. With perhaps the single excep-
tion of the Rosschieter murder in Paterson
lust full and the trial of the four participatoss
in thut affair, no criminal event in New Jorsey
in years has attructed greater attention or
has been so generally discussed and argued
from all points of view as has this curious
case It was not the mere fact of the deadly
assanlt itself, shocking as that was, which
so intensely moved people It was the mo-
tive given by the ussullant for his getion

In explaining why on a Sundav morning
he shot down in the streets of Arlington a
clergymen generally beloved and respected
Barker made a charge ugainst his vietim
«0 horrible that its bare recital stirred men's
blood even ore than did the deadly assault
itself U0 it were trie, they sald, no man
that had the spirit of a man could marvel
at Parker being driven to murderous frenzy
on hearing the storv from tho lips of his
wife, the alleged vietimm of what, I the story
were true,was the clergyman's unspeakabla
villlany. On the other hand, {f the charge
was based on a bLalf-crazed woman's hal-
luetnation, or if it was a malicious falsehood
Invented out of sheer devilishness on the part

of 4 viclous woman, then never was there a
man more oruelly wronged than was the
Rev John Keller

In all Hudson county where the crime was
committed thers probably is hardly a man
Or WOlmAn win one side or the other,
has not tormed or expressed an  opinion.
The discussion has been so general, 80 keen
and =0 hitter on the part of the adherents
and the opponents o. the clergyman that
rankling feud« have bLeen created and the
foundations of Wfe-long friendships shaken,
