Paris has been having another exposition.
It is a small one this time, and is held in &
little palace on the Champs Elysdes: but it
has been skilfully arranged and has excited
keen interest.

It In called "Chlldhood Through the Ages,”
and the name explains the collection, whioh
is deslgned to lllustrate the history of ohild-
bood, and includes souvenirs of individual
obfldren who have played historic roles.
The plans and systems tried for the beneflt
of ohildren from early times down to this
day of homes and hospitals and kindergartens
and nurserles, &c, are wondorfully Interest-
ing; but, after all, the public {nvariably cares
more for the individual than for the eystem,
and the historio child portraita and souvenlirs
have been the features of the exposition.

Pictured babies, low-born and high-born,
look out wonderingly at the crowd that
throngs the rooms. Some of the originals
never knew more of life than babyhood.
Some played great parts in the world, in
their later years, but the baby faces tell no
tale of the future waiting for thom, that the
onlookers now repeat a4 history.

There's a world of pathos and of worry
in much of the collection—the toy swords
of children who lived to wisld real swords
and fall by the aword, the dolls of children
who played at 1ife and death and lost In the
days of tho Revolution. There Is the tiny
sabre, made for Louls XV. when the bahy
King climbed into the throne from which
his grandson was to fall. The tors of that
grandson, Louls XVI, are on view tuo—8u hY
foolish, harmless little toys. He should have
played with them to the enu iwustead of trying
to flll a throne.

The tiny armchair of Marie Antoiuette’s
first son is near the futhur's tove.

MUNICIPALITIES MAY PAY CATHOLIC
TEACHERS IN ORPHAN ASYLUMS.

Justice Rich of the Supreme Conrt Refuses to
Restraln the Payment of Publiec Schoo!
Money to Sisters Who Instructed In-
mates of a Rochester Orphan Asylum.

RocCHESTER, June 21 —Justice Rich to-day
filed a decision denying the application of
James Sargent of the American Proteotive
Association for a_temporary iujunction to
restrain the payment of school money to
four siaters for instruction of inmates of a
Catholle orphan asylum of this city, Mr,
Sargent pleaded constitutional and statutory
wviolation, Justice Rich says in his opinion
that “we have direct legislative authority
for the present method of fmparting In-

struction to the inmates of orphan asylums,” |

and quotes the decision in the case of St
Patrick's Orphan Asylum and others against
the Board of Fducation, reported In 34 "How-
ard’'s Procedure,” page 227, in which this posi-
tion i taken. He then takes up the point
wade by Mr. Sargent that payvment is a viola-

tion of ssction 4 of Article IX, of the Con-
stitution, and says;
