Our ALCestors who framoed our Constity-
tiop. firs! tiade the division f el {overn-
ment Witn three cepartments, a foundation
n which to bulld an enduring svetemn.

in its own fleld.  Legisiators should bs astute
ts discovar defects in govarnmental machine

The
danger of too'much leglslation s ever present
A sparsely settled State, inhabited mostly
by agriculturists, needs but few laws A
denssely populated mapufacturing and com-
mercial country peeds many more

“Nor have the courte been obstructive in
interpreting and applyiog reformatory sta
tutes. Of their own motion they often have
disregarded precedents In non-essentials,
and have encouraged the statement of facts ,
without formality, (o clear and simple terms

“According to its tarma the Federal Congtl-
tution is the supreme law of the land It
oreates a fudicial department which Is to de-
cide all questions arisiog under it  When in
Marbury and Madison the great Chief Justice
Marshall declared the supremacy of the
dicial powsr In the interpretation of stat.
utes, eaven so far as to justify setting aside
a statute as ynconstitutional, If need be,
judicial decision 1o the national capital as-
sumed an importance which no one had fore-
geon  After the announcement of this de-
clsion the prinaiple whish it estoblished was
applied throughout the whole fleld of judicls!
iurisdiction  Withont this check upon legis-
ation wa should be like a ship without rudder
