After manv mishaps MeFarland's motor
fall in front of him He pitehed over it and
Najsan, wha was right behind, sailed five
frat inte the awr and landed in froat of both
MeFarland and the motor.  Nelson, bruised
and bleeding, wae remountad and started on.
McFarland lay on the side of the track up-
eonscious, waiting for an ambulance. When

hurt he mumbled

‘Myv jaw's broken, mv hip's broken and
my knee's broken

A doetor wus called from the audience
but it wae not possible ta !carn how danger-
ously he wae hurt  Nalson was not serfously
latured nor were the niofar men

About thirty-ive huandred versons were
present  The women, of whom there was

the men sar in their shirt sleeves  The
chief event scheduled wus a fifteen-mie
motor-paced rave between two great riders
One was Johnny Nelson, the wonderful littla
Swede of Chicago, who began his profes-
slonal career lasf season by winning seven-
toen ruces straizht and flaishing the summer
with 4 racord of forty-thres victories cut of
a posaible fifty.two

{e has broken the one-hour record several
times and holds the paced competition record
for one and two miles His record for this
vear s twelve vietories out of fourtean races
His competitor was Flovd McFarland of San
Jose, Cal, who {8 recognized as the “Handlcap
King." and the be<t all-around rider in the
game, because he i a noted winner in sprint
races, and won the six-day race |ast winter,
vet also has demonstrated himself to be a
rider of rare ability behind pace at middle
distances

Be 'des this thers was a_match race be-
tween Tom Couper and Sydney Jenkins,
the quarter-mile champion of England, who
made his first appearapce in this countrv
last night. and a coupla of sprint events for
anateyurs

The track for these midsummer-night
races (& one specially built to hold speed
It differs from the one on which the six-day
races were rin in that it is rboader and is
banked higher The greater widih of the
track caused a narrowing of the infield, and
ior some reason not appurent a small pen,
wall back fron the track, wae bulilt for the
ludges and reportera so that the riders, train-
ers, police and track officials had pleaty of
room to =tand in front of the anclosure snd
obstruot the view

The first af the short everts to be concluded
was the international ma'ch race, which
Cooper won handily in *wo straight heats
The Eagishman tried European tactics
in both, waiting for Cooper to get away first
and make the pace In the first hear Conper
took the lead for three laps and then forced
Jenkins to make puace for four laps He

A littie later in trving to pass on the inside
of Nelson's tandem to catch his own ma-
chine, McFarland fell Nelson then lapped
himtwice thus getting a lap and a half ahead
McFarland remounted on Tom Cooper's
wheel ind proceeded to make up the loss,
while the crowd cheered wildly, At first
he gained. bu* his bruises and the strange
whee! hiandicapped him .
