Misgivings that had been entertained for
several days past as to the untenable position
of the Seventh National Bank were borne out
to-day by the announcement shortly before
11 o'clock by the Clearing TMouse Com-
mittee of the New York Assoclated Banks
of the suspension of the bank. The failure,
it was stated, was precipitated by the decision
on the part of strong flnancial Interssts tiat
for various reasons it was considered unad-
visable to extend further financial assirtance
The inference drawn by the Etreet naturally
was that the capitalists referred to based
thelr action upon the unsatisfactory character
of a considerable amonnt of the collatorals
upon which large loans had been made,

At the outset tho stock market in many
coa>s displayed a hardening tendency, not-
withstanding cabled advices from London of
depression in the prices of securities on the
local Stock Fxchange and ot Continental
financial centres, dus to heavy eelling of
securities by Berlin, which was attributad to
the recurrenceof financial troublos InGermany
Exaggerated reports of embarrassment of
small Institutions in this c'ty recelved In
London contributed to the selling pressure.

The early firm tone in this market was cdue
to the hopo that all causes of financial un-
settlement here had been removed. The
fatluro of the Seventh National Bank resulted
in renewed disquietude regarding the po-
eition of one or two other banking Institu-
tions and of a Stock Exchange firm whose
peculiar operations were the direct cause of
the susponsion of the Seventh National. Up
to the close of business vo acditional unfavor-
able developments had oceurred and promi-
nent bankers declared that no apprehenaion
was felt by the Clearing House regarding
any of the banks in membership with the
association. Regarding the brokerage house
referred to, it was stated that purchases of
various stocks had been made for its account,
covering obligations on the short <ide of the
market, aggregating about 30,000 shares.
In consequence of the situation described,
many loans were called by a number of the
banks and the market was further unsettied
by activity in money on call, rates reaching
an extreme 15 per cent, although the greater
part of the business tranracted was done at
% and 0 per cent. Considerable sums were
offered by prominent interests which relleved
the pressure and eventually the rate roacted
to 8 per cent at the close,

In addition to the discouraging incidents
mentioned. London appeared as an active
seller in this market, {ts offerings of various
securities being estimated at upward of
50,000 shares. The news of the bank sus-
pension caused the throwing over of Nghtly
held stocks and these offerings were sup-
plemented by those of the bearishly {nclined
professional dealers, with the result of caus-
ing reactions in most of the usually active
shares, averaging 2 per cent. or less. St.
Paul was again seleoted as a special target
and waa forced down nearly 4 points, Man-
hattan Rallway scored the largest decline
in the rallway shares, 4 per cent,

At the low levels thera was extensive cover-
{ng of short contracts and many stocks re-
flected also buving of an excellent desoription,
In consequence, the market for the most
part rallled as sharply as it had declined.
The recoveries were general and 8o extensive
as to leave comparatively few stocks at the

| closs a full figure below yesterday’s final

price, In several (nstances epscial move-
ments occurred in contrast to she tendency
of the general list, for specifio reasons. The
rally in tha market was to an extant due
to the belief that the prompt decision reachad
regarding the suspended bank was likely
to have a more wholesome effect than A tem-
porizing policy which would have kept the
financial community In uncertainty and
tended to further complicate the situation,

The elimination of the accounts of the
Seventh National from this weak's avorages
of the Clearing House institutions wi.l have
a direot bearing on Saturday’s bank state-
rgent, in the direction of decreasing to a con-
giderable extent the general Items of loans
and deposits. It is not improbable that
developments of tho last two days may have
somewliat deranged the interior movements
of funds and the local monetary situation
15 complicated Ly the calling of loana duae
to the bank failure and to the preparations
for tha July disbursements,

The sub-Treasury was debtor at the Clear-
ing House this morning for over $1,000 000,
but up 'o the close of business yesterday the
banks, since last Friday, had lost on account
of general Government collections, $3,032,000,
Not withstanding the higher rates for money
the foreign exchangn market displayed firm-
ness and reports from the Southwest were
that the rainfall in that section had not been
sufficient to afford much rellef in the cotton
belt. In consequence the cotton market
rallied after an early easier tendency,
