The woman in the
cage when confronted by Count de Pomereu
dec¢lared that he was not the man who had
married her under his name.

Several months ago Count de Pomereu,
a member of the French Chamber of
Deputies, who thought himself a bachelor,
recelved from the United States a letter
written by a woman who signed herself
as Lizele de Pomereu, asking him what he
meant by deserting her, and whether he
ntended to support their Infant.

NO RIGHT TO FLY OUR FLAG.

———
Cable Steamship Mexican Seised at Galveston
~Was Cleared From New York.

OavLvestoN, Tex, July 3.—A wsurprisa
awalted Capi. Wardrope of the cable steamer
Mexican when he arrived and attempted to
entor his vessel at the Custom House this
morning. Capt. Wardrope had no idea he
wns commanding a ship without a koown
oame or unlawfully flylng the American
flag at ber masthead, and thought the papers
he was carrying wouid pass muster at any
Custom House. When his papers were selzed
by the Custom House ofMiclals he was durmb-
founded. He can show that the vessel he
s now salling was formerly the British steamer
Duchess of Marlborough. She was formerly
the property of the West Indian and Panama
Telegraph Company and according to papers
carried by Capt. Wardrops was sold to the
Mexican Cable Company of New York

The bill of sale and the crew’s articles of
agreoment are all regularly attested to by
the American Consul-General at Jlondon
When the new owners purchased the ship
they hoisted the American flag and changed
the ship's name to the Mexican  Under that
name she sailed Into New York, and in regu-
lar form obtained a coastwise permit from
the oustomn house there This permit is
among Capt Wardrope's papers Just how
the ship obtained this permit the customs
oMelals here have not been advised

The way the ship's papers read, she has no
apparent right to eall under the American
flag. She has no Awmerican register nor
certificate of Inspection. Her ninster s a
foreigner, as are also the other officera and
orew of the ahip. This la coutrary to the laws
affecting vessels of American registry, and
customs officlals here cannot understand how
she cleared from New York.

The matter has heen referred to the Treas-
ury Department at Washington. Meantime
the papers of the vessel are held by the oustoms
officials, and the veasel & tachnioally In
custody. The Mexican cau.e here to repalr
the cables between here and Vera Crue.
