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HAD J. §; ROGERS
STORY OF HIS LIVE IN A VILLA IN
SOUTHERN FRANCE.

Albe of o Suit He Brought te Get Posscssion
of a Oblid After His Estrangesment From
Its Mother ~French Law, It Is Sald,
Gave the Child to Its Mother —Anecdetes.

Parersox, N. J., July 7.—~A great doal of
speculation is being indulged in\by the people
of this city about an alleged {llegitimate
child of Jacoh B. Rogers and its probable
standing now in the contest over the will of
the dead locomotive bullder. Mr. Penning-
ton, Mr. Rogers's lawyer and one of the
executors, says that he knows nothing of the
matter, but there are a number of persons
in this city who say they know that Mr,
Rogers fell in love in France. Charles A
Shriner, the editor of thesCAronicle, a Bunday
paper here, says that during the panic
of 1873 and for about ten years thereafter
Mr. Rogers spent his time In a charming
villa in southern France. He did not occupy
the house by himself, but few koew who his
partoer was, Perhaps no one knows in this
country.

It i1s known that a girl was born, a child
to whom all of Mr. Rogers's heart went out.
He hecame estranged from the mother after
some years. He thon attempted to get oon-
trol of the child and he spent large sums of
money with that end in view, He fought
the case through eeveral courts and until
there was no longer any hope for him, His
lawyers argued that the child would be befter
situated with her father, who would hring
her up in luxury and make her heir to all his
possessions, but all these argwmnents failed
to overcome the French law, which, % 1s
sald, gives an illegitimate child todthe mother,
without admitting any claim onithe part of
the father. C(onvinced that the alm of his
Iife could not be attained, Mr. Rogers re-
turned to New York and his friends never
heard what became of the child or ite mother.
The probablilities are that Mr. Rogers him-
self never heard from them.

It would seem that the child in France
can have no claim whatever on the fortune
of the locomotive bullder nor any standing in
court to break the will. Liy the law of New
Jersoy an illegitimate child has no father as
recognized by the law. The very fact that
the case was litigated In the courts of Fpance
would establish the illegitimacy of the child
and prevent [t from now coming forward
and offering proof that her mother was
married to Mr Rogers, which Is the only
ground on which it could break the will

Mr. Rogers had as much love for animals
as he was generally supposad to have dislike
for his fellow men. He was parttoularly
fond of collles and Jersey cattla  On general
principles, | & balievad in the utmost fresdom
for all things in nature  He would not put,
@ collar on a dog or a halter on a cow unless
eompelled to do 50 by necessity.  He was a
firm advoeate of proper laws for the preven-
tion of the extermination of Amerlean wild
anmals, When the Pas:ale County Fish
and Game Protective Assoclation was strated
a good many years ago in Paterson the first
contribmsion eawme from Mr Rogers without
solicitation by any ona  When J . Teoker,
Jr, a few years ago, while a game warden,
killad a man at Maledon, Mr Rogers sent him
a 8100 check, stating that the man was in
trouble after having done a great deal of
good.  Ia ulso subscribed liberally but se-
cretly to the Soclety for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals

Despite his general reputation for pare
simony, those who knew Mr. Rogers hest
aav that he was really very generous, and
that beneath his brusk exterior he had u
kind nand  svmpathetis heart, That Mr,
Rogers contributed considerable funds to
charity annnally was known to all his friends,
and they also knew that these gifts were
made with the understanding that the pub-
lie should not kuow who was the donoe. He
liked to give In his own way, and hs would
brook no interference or suggestions from
others. At one tiine he had heen sending
8100 a month to the 8t Joseph's Hoapital in
Paterson. Some person connected with the
institution who did not understand the kind
of man that Mr Rogers was, wrote to him
that it was a shame that a man of his wenlth
shovld contribute only $100 to 86 nohle a
charity. He angeested that Mr  Rogers
onght to send monthly the price of one of

his engines After that the hospital rever
got o cont from hin

It {x sald that he oould draw
a better dead and a tighter agreement than
most Jawyers, and as he proferred to do most
of his own legal work in the way of drawin
up contracts and agreemonts, the resn
was that he was seldom invol in litigat on
and never in unsuccesstul litigation, whiok
shows the extent of hia knowladge of iaw
and his ecorrect concepiion of ts pringliples
Up to the iast day of his life he attended to
his own ocorrespondance He did not em-
rlny stenographers to whom to dictate let-
ers, but managed to attend to all his busi-
ness in {ﬂl own handwriting
It will be romemberad that he practically
drew his own will, and the fact that all the
other legal papers that he drew up have stood
the test of law shonld scarcely be a conso-
lation to the prospective contestanta of the

Mr Rogers was very touchy about his

T0 AVOID RUSH FOR LAND:

| NBW PLAN FOR OPENING OF KIOWA
AND CONANCHE RESERVATION.

President’s Preclamation Provides for a Draw-
tag for Homesteads on Aug. @ —Would-Be
Settiers Muwst Register Previewsly —County
Seats to Be Named After Lawton and Wo-
bart —-Beemers to Contest the Drawing.

Wasmimnoton, July 7.-=The President las
{ssued a proclamation dated July 4, opening
hetween 4,000,000 and 8,000,000 acres of land
fn the Indian Terrftory to white settlement
The proolamation, with the proclamations
of the Becretary of the Interior and the Com-
missloner of the General Land OMoe, which
acoompany it, are lassued In accordance with
the act of Congress, whioch purchased the
lands from the Kiowa and Comanche tribes

A new method of opening the lands to
white settlers is to be tried, with the hope of
avolding the scenes of violence which have
heretofors charaoterized the soramble for
homestead lands In the old Indian reserva-
tions

On Wednesday, July 10, at # o’olock in the
morning, the two newly designated land
oMcers will open for the receipt of applica-
tions from would-be settiers. These appli-
cations will be entered on cards and on Aug
6 they will be drawn by the prospective
settlers at random, and the homesteads
awarded aceording to the drawine

The President's prociamation establisbes
threm counties In the now territory to be
known As Kiowa, Comanche and Caddo,
and the respective nounty reate will be named
respectively Hobart, lawton and Anadarko
The firet two of these are named in honer
nf the late Vice-President Hobart and the
late Mnajor-General Henry lawton, respec-
tively.

In the territory about to be opened there
will be something like 12,000 homesteads of
160 acres each after reservations have been
made for members of the Indian tribes for
military posts, schools and other purposes

Wicnita, Kan, July 7 —~When Preeident
McRinley's proclamation reachee the border
of the Klowa, Comancho and Wichita Indlan
readrvation on Monday morning, declaring
that reservation opened for settlement in
August, it will bring cheer to the hearts of
20,000 persons encanmped there It s ex-
pected that fully 50,000 will seck to take ad-
vantage of the free land opening next month,
and when the exact date of opaning ls gener-
ally known the rush to the land oMces will
beglin

Qundreds of boomers are getting ready to

A TALK WITH N'CALLA.

The Captata of the Nowark Discusses Affalre
= Chine and the Philippines.

Capt. Bowman H. MoCalla, commanding
the United Btates cruleor Newark, which
dropped anchor in the North River off Fiftieth
street on Baturday afternoon after making
New York from Aong Kong in the fast time
of forty-six days, was at home yesterday
aboard bis ehip and spun tales of his expe-
riences in Chinese and Philippine waters
for the many old friends who called upon
him, Ever since the early days of the 8pan-
fsh-American War, when Admiral S8ampson
sent Capt. McCalla and a little company of
jackies and marines from the Marblehead
ashore at Quantanamo to clear the place of
Spaniards and blaze the way for the army,

ABSOLUTE ZERO.

The Cold at Which Particles Whose Motion
Constitotes Ileat Are at Test,

From the Wa'h ngton Evening Star

A matter of Inlcrast in sciantific cirele
is the experiment recently made by Prof
James Dewar before the Royal Soclety o
Loudon, the result of which was the reduc-
tion of hydrogen to a solid, by which the
celebrated chemist reached the loweat tem-
perature ever attained in a laboratory In
other words, Prof Dawar bas reached a
point considerably nearer what s termed
the “absolwe zero* than has ever been
achievad by sclence ‘I'his “absolute zero”
is to ohemists what the pole Is to geogra-
phers and naturalists, and while we are get-
ting nearer and nearer to both, the real sig-
niNcance of peaching the goal seems even
now to he purely a mattar of speculation in
the oasa of the “absclnte zero" as well as
in that of the North Pile

By the “absolute zero” is meant the lows
est temperaturs compatibla with heat that
point of temperature, in fact, at which a
body would be wholly deprived of heat and
at which the particles whose motion consti-
tutes hieat would be at rest This tempera-
tiure ts aupposed to be about - 274 degrees
oantigrade, or =i 01 degrees rahirenbieit  Thoe
term “heat” {s hore used In its gaientitlc
