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JERSEY T0 LOSE BAY FRONTY

UNITED STATRS NAKES A CLAIN THAT
STIRS STATE OFFICIALS.

Government Says Uader Water Land Betwesn
and Around Bedlow's aad Eills Islands
Is Hers—Action Attacks All eof Stated
Rights en the Day-Big Pight Likely.

The U'nited States Government has created
a hub-bud among New Jersey officlals by
Jaying cirim to the valuable riparian rights
in New York Bay that the State has never
doubted she owns. The claim is based on the
assumption that the State has no title to
underswater lands on her New York Bay front,
part of which she has already sold to the rall-
road companies for milllons of dollars, and
from the rest of which she expects to realise
a good many more millions.

Forty years ago the New Jersey State au-
thorities surprised tho upland owners by
clalming everything under the adjacent
waters by virtue of a royal proprietary grant.
The ocourts upheld the somewhat startling
claim, and the State by speclal act Cevoied
the proceeds of the sales of riparian lands
torever and irrevooably to a school fund that
{s designed eventually to pay She costs of
maintaining all the schools in the Common-
wealth. The fund has been added to from
year to year tillnow it approaches $4,000,000.
Most of this amount has beea aoquired from
sales of riparian lands on the New York Bay
front to the rallroad companies. The State
is holding its unsold righta on the bay as
worth from $10,000,000 to $13,000,000 more.

For years New Jersey has gazed with
ambitious eye upon the reefs, just beyond
the “"Jersey mud flats,” extending from
uuumcmmsumnhndlhnm
It is from the ultimate commercial use to
which thess rocks may be put that she has

been hoping to derive the largest income.:

Years ago Robert C. Bacot, the first engineer
of the State Riparian Board, and for nearly
forly years its SBecretary, had his office wall

sdorned with a ploture of the long line of.

warehouses with whioh the reefs were in
time to be surmounted. These pretentious
buildings were to be mado acoessible from
both sides by the extension of shipping plers
to the deep-water channel in front, and the
Jrodging of a ship canal in the rear. When
t10 late Leon Abbett was Governor he found
s syndicate ready to carry tho enterprise
in 0 offect and boastod that if the State had
permitted the sale, he could have got
$5,00.,™0 for the State riparian titlo at that

time

It is to these reels and the adjacent “flats,”
that the United States Government has
just practically said that New Jorsey has
no title. Ellis and Bedlow’s islands, which
rest on them, were ceded by the State to
the Federal Government many years ago.
Lately a ocontractor named Cragin made
an application to the New Jersey Ripariap
Board for a grant of the State's rights in
the rest of its submerged land. He had
in contemplation just such an enterprise
as that which Gov. Abbett had endeavored
to promote. The State board was disposed
to make him the oconcessions he asked, but
a3 Cragin desired to carry his operations
ceyond Jersey's jurisdiction, it became noces-
gary for him to consult the New York Harbor

Line Board about it.
For months the Harbor Line Board held

the proposition undor advisement and a day
or two ago announced its conclusions to the

Now Jersey Riparian Board in a |letter that
fell upon it like a thunderbolt from a clear
sky. The communiocation sarcastically ad-
vised the State not to cast its Bay grants
around with to prodigal a hand for the reason
they might not be hers to make.

The stationing of soldiers under arms
at Bouth Beach, Staten Island, on Egjur-
day night to protect the keepers of resorts
ot the beach from the depredations of

tioned at Fort Wadsworth brought to light
the fact that & desperate fight occurred at
Albert Hergenhan's hotel about midnight

Friday, between the hotel staff and sol-

diers, In which two of the soldiers, Pri-
vates Henry Smith and Carbol, were se-
verely injured.

Thero are about six hundred and fifty
soldiers in the scveral batteries now sta-
tioned at Fort Wadsworth and many of
them are new recruits. The reservation
adjoins South Beach, which is a favorite
rosort for the men when off duty. On
Friday a portion of the soldiers were paid
off and as soon as relleved from duty they
flocked to Bouth Beach for a good time.
Hergenhan's place, which is one of the larg-
est at the boach, was cloeing up about
midnight and not more than a score of
soldiers and civillans were in thebarroom,
when two of the soldiers, under the influ-
enco of liquor, began fighting.

Tho soldiers were finally driven from the
barroom and the doors were locked, on
the artillerymen began a bombardment
of the windows of the barroom with the
chairs on the piazzas, The police reserves
were sumnmoned by telephone, but before
their arrival from Stapleton, over three
miles away, the soldiers had scattered,

No ons knew the names ef the soldiers,
but 8mith and Carbol were found in the
fort hospital the next day, with their heads
swathed in bandnges, and warrants will be
seeured fer thelr arrest when they are dis-
charged from_the hespital.
