A short time before the breaking out of
the trouble with China three agents of tho
Japanese Government came to this city to
buy American trotting mares and stallions
for the purpose of [mproviog the native

broed of horpses, They were B Hirosawa,
a special  representative of the I aperial
Ohrvernment; N, Kunogi, dircctor of the

State stallion dpot at Mivagi, and K. Tange,
d'rector of the State siallion dyot at Iwate,
A number of breeding establishments were
visited, but before any purchasss were made
they were recalled by their Government,
Before leaving this eity for San I'ranciseo
Mr. Hirosawa said that he was most favor-

ably impressad by the quality of Ameri-
ecan bred horses and would return as soon as
the Chinese trouble was settiod and buay

some of the best brad stock he could find,
It had been his experiences, as well as thut of
his colleagues, that the most satisfactory
results were obtained by mingling the Amer-
jean trotting blood with that of the Jap-
Anese

“Wo hawa tried 1t," he sald, "on a very
small scals, It i3 true, but the result has been
s0 gratifying that our Government has de-
cided to go into 't more extensively, Wa
have experimented with stallions and mares
from every mnmr‘/ where horse broeding
is a recognized Industry, and have found
that thy Amoerican trottor suaits our pur-
pose best "

The Japanese have a syatem of encourae-
ing horse breeding which in scme respects
might be followed to advantage by this Gov-
ernmant, as it would be especially advantag-
eous to thm«-. farmers and others whose means
do not permit them to breed to the best stal.
Hons. Mr. Tange sald that his Government
had established stallion depots and those
who owned mares were free, in fact roquired,
to take them there to be bred. At that time
there were two stud firms, ealled shuba-
boku)» and seven stud depots, ealled shp-
bashd, loeated at convenlent points through-
out the Erapire, and more would be estab.

T0 STOP INDEPENDENCE LEAKING.

New Straps and Extra Rivets May Make Her
Watertight —Other Changes,

BostoN, July 15.—R. B. Crowninshield,
designer of the Independence, stated to
Tae SunN correspondent that he expected
the Independengd would go to New London
to-morrow if the weather was fair. Upon
reaching her destination the yacht will be
put into dry dock and a force of skilled men
will be put to work tightening the leaky seams
in her bronze underbody. Mr. Crowninshield
sald that about a dozea of the butt straps
which connect the perpendicular seams of
the plates inside the hull will be taken out and
wider ones subatituted.

The present straps are fastened with two
rows of rivets and the new straps will have
three lines of rivets upon each side of the
seam. He believes that these extra fasten-
fngs will render the boat much more water-
tight thanbefore, On the forward overhang
a number of rivets were loosened by the ter-
riflc pounding the oraft underwent coming
over the shoa!s In tow.
