Dr. 8Bco-
fleld was there some time before Dr. Pad-
dock arrived, and Dr Paddock testified
that when he got to the dead girl's side
the body was still warm, except as to the
hands and forehead, and that there was

CHIBP NICHOLSON'S IMPORTANCE.

By all odds the most interesting witness
for the State that is yet to come, so far
as known, is the Chief of Police, Mr. Nichol -
son. Mr. Nicholson has been the head
and front of the prosecution of young
Fosburgh. He it was who first led the
Investigation along the line of the theory
that there were no burglars in the houso
on the fatal night and that the killing was
done by a member of the family and not
by an intruder.

The community here may be said to be
ranged into two parties, one party support-
ing the Chief of Police and another party
loyally firm in the belief that the family,
in telling the story of the invasion of their
house and the killing of May by one of
the intruders, told the simple truth. Chief
Nicholson has many warm personal friends,
He 8 something of a village hero. An
athlete, a football player of much dash
and pugnacity and the Captain of the local
militia company, he has been long in the
public eye as an admired figure. There
{s, moreover, a certain firm, swarthy come-
liness in his face and an alert vigor in his
bearing. There is that about him which
has made people feel a certain sense of
seourity when they saw him about town
and reflected that with such a clean-cut
figure of a Chief of Police in eternal vigi-
lance over them there need be little fear
of evildoers,

8o it has come about that in the minds
of many this Fosburgh trial is to determine
whether this popular idol is to be a fallen
and smashed idol or whether he is to re-
main still upon his pedestal more firmly
than ever planted in the confldence of the
community. Of course, when the Fos-
burgh affair occurred it was a tremendous
shock to people .1t jarred the sense of
security with which they went to bed at
night, with the eagle eye of the police chiel-
tain watching over them. It not only
was not respectable for so proper and con-
servative an old Massachusetts community
as that of Pittafleld to have burglaries
and midnight murders in peaceful homes,
but the fact itself pulled the very under-
pinning from the particular structure on
which their confident security had rested

How i3 it there be such doings they
asked themselves and Chief of Police Nich-
olson. And when weeks passed and months
passad ani Chief Nicholson, whoss keen-
eyed, stern, soldierly face was the very
Ideal of what an eternally vigilant terror
to evil-doers should be, when all this time
passad and the daring intruders upon
Pittafleld's law-ablding privacy remained
uncaught and unheard of, it seemed for
a time as though there might actually be
a shaking of confidence in the all-compell-
ing Hawkshaw powers of the Chief himself,

S0 it was with something of relief that
many people learned that there were no
burglars after all. It was akin to an opiate
to tronbled minds to learn that the Chief
of Police had opened his mouth and spoken,
and that the subatance of what he had said

was that the Fosburgh burglars and mur-
derers were myths, For the sake of the
good name of the community and for the
sake of their past conflidence in their police
protector, peopls were glad, in a way, to
ba 1ol that they could go to bed and sleep
free from the fear of having to get up and
fight for their lives in the dead of the night
with burglars; that the Chief could and
would prove all this to a certainty when
he lat off the deadly Sherlock Holmes do-
teotive battery which he was training on
the Foshurgh family story.

FIGURES FROM THE CENSUS.

Nativity of Persons of Scheol and Voting Age
and Tliterates In the States Named.

WasmivaroN, July 20.—A bulletin issued
to-day by the Census Bureau gives the num-
ber of persons of achool age, males of voting
age and citizenship of foreign born males
21 years of age and over in the States of Dela-
ware, Florida, Georgia, ldaho and Tllinois,
the Territory of Hawaii and the District of
Columbla. In Delaware substantially two-
thirds of tha children of achool age ara native
whita of nitive parentags, while a little less
than one-(fth are colorad and about one-
sighth are native whites of foreign parentage,
In Idaho 61 per cent. are native whites of |
native parentags and nearly 33 per cent
nativa whitas of foreign parentage, thes
two elemants together constituting more
than nine-tanths of the whole number of
persons of school age In the State. In the
District of Columbia, Florida and CGeorgia
practically one-half the children of school nge
ars native whites of nativa parentage, while
the colored element represents nearly one-
half of the whole in Florida and Georgia and
about one-third In the Distriet of Columbia.

More than nilne-tenths of all the children
of school age in Illinois are native white,
those of native parentage constituting more
than one-half and those of foreign parentage
two-Afths of the whole number. In Hawali
nearly three-tenths of the children of achool
age are Chinese and Japanese, while the
native Hawaliana constitute nearly four-
tenths and Caucasian more than three-tenths,

JAMES ESTATE LITIGATION TO REVIVE.

It |s promised that the litigation over the
estute of Gen. Butterfleld's widow's first hus-
band will now begin sgain with renewed
vigor. Mrs. Butterfield was the widow of
Frederick P. James. She married CGien.
Butterfleld in 1887, Mr. Jamesa was a banker
and broker and left nearly $2 000,000 1he
estate included the Hotel Buckingham, the
Bijou Theatre and other valuable Fifth avenue
and Broadway real estate By the terms
of Mr. James's will, the income from one-
half the estate was to go to his widow for
lifo, and the other half, less the charges on
the sutire estats, was to go to five relatives
or their desosndants, per stirpes. The rela-
tives were: Cornelia A. James, a sister; Judith
C. Prescott, a sister; Edward E. James, &
brother; Mary A. Clark, a niece, and Charles
D. Chase, a nephew. The widow was named
as the sole executrix.

Not long after Mrs. James married Gen,
Butterfield she and her first husband’s rela-
tives got into dispute, the relatives alleging
that they were not getting what was coming
to them from the James estate. Then the
nephew, Charles D. Chase, knann an action
to compel Mrs. Butterfleld to distribute cer-
tain funds alleged to have goorued from
the estate and to be in her hands

The cane was finally sent to Silas B Brownell
am referae, to hear evidence, determine the
total amount of funds, If any, in Mrs Butter.
fleld's hands, and to determine, also, how
much should go to each of the five relatives
or_their descendanta

That was fourteen years ago  Before Mr
Brownell could coma to any determinaton
a brand new actlon was begun by some of the
relativas. The case weunt to the Court of
Appeals—litigation over this estate had
been earrled to that court three times bafore—
and a decision was flnally rendered to tha
