A FEW COLONISTS DESERT NINEVEH.

Bark That Is to Take Settlers to Honduras Has
Been Delayed in Salling.

For the last three weeks the old bark Nine-
veh, Capt Wall, has laid off the Prentice stores
st the foot of Montague street, Brooklyn,
with about Afty colonlsts aboard bound for
Honduras. Seventeen of the oolonists, it I8
said, have deserted, Eight others who put
up At a hotel in State street, waiting for the
bark to sall, are also said to have deserted
and gone to Honduras on their own hook,

The colonists signed contracts with the
Jatuca Plantation Company of Cleveland,
which has 77,000 acres of land on the Patuca
River, Honduras according to a clreular which
the company sent through the country
Ench eolonist bought ten shares at $30 apiece,
each share, according to contract, entitling
the holder to one acre of land A deposit of
50 was requirad from sach purchaser of ten
shures, the amallest number that could be
bought. The company promised that the
colonista would receive 830 a month. 8§15 In
money heing paid, the remainder heing
retained hy the company and going toward
the ‘purnhnsa of the land until the shares were
paid for

The colonists, most of whom cams from
Pennayivania, arrived here about three
weoks ngo
