BOY SAYS THE GIRL SHOT HERSELF
~8NE'S DEAD; HE'S BADLY HURT.

Found Lying Side by Side in the Bottom of an
Oyster Sloop —Girl's Relatives Relleve He
Shot Her and Then Turned the Plstol on
Himself —Deeply in Love With Each Other.

Ida Dupuy, who was 16, and Hermaun
Treets, who was 18, believed that they were
all the world to each other. Their parents
did not approve of their affection for each
other. Thev were found lylng side by side
in the bottom of the oyster sloop James K,
Polk, off Fresh Kill Creek, Staten Island on
Bunday night Both were deaperately
wounded. The girl died yesterday morning
in the Smith Infirmary

Ida Dupuy was the daughter of Austin
Dupuy, & prosperous oyster dealer of Staten
Island. His home fs on the Richmond Hill
road not far from Richmond. [da has heen
living for some tims with the family of her
cousin, Willlam Van Derzee, in New Brighton.
She spent Friday night at home

That same night Hermann Treetz came to
soo her. e was not welcomed by her family.
The attachment between the Loy and the
#irl had long been beyond the point where
it was a subject of good-natured comment in
the nelghborhood The families of both
young persons were quite thoroughly wor-
ried by thelr aosons. Mr. Dupny, who did
not know that Mr. Treetz, Hermang's father,
