The ocase will now be investigated by a
as it has already been In-
to a certain extent by the Ben-
ate Committes on Naval Affairs. It is
proper, therefore, to recite the preceding
faots which are pertinent, so that the pub-
may understand clearly what the situa-
tion about to be developed actually is.

After the Spanish war the President
recommended for promotion the ocom-
mander of the Atlantic fleet and certain
of his subordinate officers. To BCHLRY
were awarded the second honors, and there-
upon the Schley party, jealous of SAMPSON,
put forth a claim for first honors, and the
controversy was begun, The Senate Com-
mittes on Naval Affairs called upon the
Navy Department for an explanation of
fts action. We will present briefly the
criticlsme of BcrLEY and the circumstances
affecting his reputation as an officer and

a gentleman, which he has suffered to
mvnhoutumufoncoun of inquiry.

Rear Admiral SampsoN's characteri-
pation of him as guilty of " reprehcnsible
oconduct * was dated July 10, 1808,

BSecretary Lona's letter to the Senate
Naval Committee, describing him aa guilty
of * unsteadiness in purpose and in push
and failure to obey orders,” was dated
Feb, 11, 1500,

Capt. BiGsBEE's letter squarely ocontra-
dicting S8cHLEY as to an important state-
ment of fact is dated Feb, 24, 1809,

Secretary Long's second letter, contro-
verting the points BouLEY raised in reply to
his firat, was dated March 2, 1809,

Lieutenant-Commander Hopagox's re-
port showing that BcavnEy, to affect public
opinion of himself, had used a certain letter
of Hoposox's when he had in his posses-
sion another letter showing that the first
Jetter, if taken by itself, would give an im-
pression directly opposite to the truth, was
dated June 17, 1899, This put upon ScHLEY
the stamp of fraud.

toward the Colon, his quotation of a cer-
tain order of Becretary LoNG's was virt-
ually a garbling of the Appendix.

In the face of all this disgracing reocord
1t is impoesible to understand this passage
of BorLEY's letter to Secretary Lowa: "1
have refrained heretofore from all comment
upon the innuendoes of enemies muttered or
murmured In secret, and therefore with
safety to themselves.” In the face of it
SomLEY has been inert except on the occas-
fon of his appeal to Honasox, and Schley
partisanship has raged, as bitter as it was
blind. Atlu!ltuem.!ohan been
startled, by Mr. MacraY's publication, into
some oonsciousness of {ts own character,

A paval investigation is promised. As
from the first, THE SUN has dealt, without

Is There an Albanian Question?

Not only are Italy and Austria both
members of the Triple Alliance, but any
intention of dissolving that pact is offi-
clally disclaimed at Vienna and Rome,
Nevertheless, their respective intereats
on the eastern ooast of the Adriatic, and
especially in Albania, are irreconcilable;
and, under ocertain circumstances, may
lead to conflict.

It will be remembered that Austria not
only retains the Trentino, the inhabitants
of which speak Italian, but also considera-
ble territory on the north and northeastern
coasts of the Adriatio which is claimed by

many patriotio Italians, on the ground |

that much of it formerly belonged to Venice.
This coast strip stretches from Trieste to
Ragusa. Could Austria secure Albania

also, she would control the whole eastern |

shore of the Adriatic, with the excep-
tion of a single seaport which was con-
ceded to Montenegro after the last war
between Russia and Turkey. The hinter-

land of Albania will practically fall into |

Austrian hands, if the Vienna Government
cerries out the project of linking her Bos-
uolsm rallroad with the Turkish lines by
hvenln‘ the narrow block of Ottoman
territory which intervenes between Monte-
negro and Servia. The Austrian railroad

system would thus effect a connection

with the Xgean at Salonica, The execy-
tion of this plan would prove fatal to the
realization of the idea of u Greater Servia,
including Montenegro and extending sonth-
ward to the sea, which Russia is under-
stood to favor.

For the present, at all events, the interests
of Russia and Italy in the western Balkans
are identical, both having an opponent in
Austria, Consequently, italy views with
satisfaction Russia’'s proposal to push a rall-
road athwart the projected course of the
Austrian line to Salonica, which railroad
would subsequently follow the Albanian
coastline southward. That Austria would

profess to want is independence, but, as
they are pronounced by all qualified ob-

pendence would be only the firet step toward
absorption by one or the other of the neigh-
boring great Powers. That Italians be-
lieve that they would be the gainers, is
obvious from the unofficial but widespread
agitation among them in favor of liberating
Albania from the Ottoman yoke. The
movement is furthered by the presence of
Albanian colonies in Italy, whioh date from
the fAifteenth century, and which etill keep
the Albanian language. The descendants
of Albanian immigrants now number some
eighty thousand, and have given to Italy
several oonspicuous statesmen, including
Bignor Cmisrt himeelf.

In Albania at the present time, although
there is intestine war between the Mo-
hammedans and the Christians, both ele-
ments of the population refuse to pay
taxes, and the Ottoman authorities are
afraid to employ coerclon, inasmuoch as
the inhabitants are known to be equipped
with firearms, A fresh oonsignment of
rifies was lately landed, and Italy is sne-
pected of having been the source of supply.
In the course of a recent debate in the
Italian Chamber of Deputies, three lead-
ing representatives of the Left boldly
advoocated the championship of Albanian
indopendence by Italy, and declared that
they would never suffer the creation of an
Austrian naval fortress at Avlona, or Dur-
razzo. With a distinot reference to Franoe
the speakers pointed out that Italy now
neaded some other friend in the place of
England, which had sacrificed Itallan in-
terests by Lord SALISBURY'S recognition
of the hinterland of Tripoll as lying within
the French sphere of influence,

It 18 manifest that while Italy will have
no chance of acquiring Albania, and much
lems Dalmatia, so long as she remains
a member of the Triple Alllance. On the
other hand she might reasonably hope
to see her aspirations fulfilled, both on the
eastern coast of the Adriatic and in Tripol
should she join the Franco-Russian

League,

Instructive Letter From a Workmaa Whom the
Strtkers Jiave Deprived of Employment.

To rax Epiror or Tax BUN—Sir: Please
allow me to state in your valuable paper
the facts as to the strike now on In the Lion's
division of the United Shirt and Collar Com-
pany of this city.
