There {s more interest
in the meeting of Vogellus of the Xaviers
and W. NReilly of the Holy Name Society of
Belleville. in the one-mile run, than [ ever
remember before in New Jersey athletios.

PETER JACKSON'S

LIFE OF COLORED PUGILIST
FILLED WITH INCIDENTS.

Began as a Sallor, Then & Watohman and
After Became a Boxer—His First Fight
Was a Four-Round Draw, and His Last
Une & Defeatl — Noted Ring Battles.

The death of Peter Jackson, the noted
colored heavyweight pugilist, was much dis-
cussed In town by sports yesterday. Jack-
son's demise waa for a long time expected,
but few were aware that it had occurred on
July 28. Many expert judges of pugilism
ocoutend that Jackson was one of the greatest
pugilists that ever put on a4 glove. e wus
the only colored fighter that had the temerity
to challenge John L Sullivan for the cham-
plonship when the latter held the title.  When
John L; refused to make a match Juckson
was in no wise disappointed

Jackeon was boru near Porto Rico, West
Indies, July 3, 1861, Very little is knowu of
his early life. But when he was 18 years old
his parents moved to Australia, where Poter
becurie a sailor on a boat plylng between
the principal cities of the antipodes, He got
tirad of this and secured a Job e watchinan
of severul buildings at Sydnay. 1§ was there
that he made the acquaintance of Larry
Foley, the former heavyweight champion
of Australia. The latter, who was ruuning
@ boxing school at the time, evinoed quite an
interest in Jackson. Foley eventually gave
Peter some work to do in his gymnasium
and the colored pugilist Ainally guve up his
Job nas watchman. Jauckscn being big and
strong readlly took to athletics. He took
great delight in boxing, hut he was handy
at rowing, ronnine and panching the ball

Jaokson began his career as a professional
fighter by meeting Juok Hu?‘n, the result
belng a Pour-round draw. Peter’s perforine
ance pleased Foley so rouch that he at onee
angaged the big colored mun as his assistant.
Juckson had many D:'jills who have slnee
become noted In the prize ring, among them
being “Starlight” Jim Hall and Bob Fitz-
slinmons, tz pald a high tribute to
Peter, when asked to meat him in this
country, by stating

“He 18 the .(rmue» fighter that eve
hreathed, Heo's the daddy of them all, an
for that reason 1 don't care to meet him "

Jackson taught and developed Frank
Sluvin.  Peter always was averse to meetin
Slavin, and It was only I»i’ persuasion (hu‘

on May 3, 1892, for a $10.000 purse.  This
was ona of the most sensational battles ever

The mill came off
at the California A, €. on Aug, 24, 1588, Jack-
son won in nineteen rounds, Big Joe,
MeAuliffe was the Australian’s next victim
The two met before the sume club for a purse
of $3.000 on Dec. 27, of the same year
