Great Explesion n the Harber of San
Franctsce

Sax Frawemsco, Aag 15 The greatest
explosion of powerful explosives ever
sen in tals country oocurred twelve min-
tew after noon to-dav in the pressncs
of wanv thousand spectators on neighbor-
lng hil's, shen Arch Rock in San Fran-
cisco Bay was hlown up with thirty tons
of nitro-gelatine. As & spectacie the ex-
plosdon was dsappointing, as the great
