From all that san be learned so far the
young Anarchist who shot President McKin- |
ey is just as much unknown among the
Anarchista of this city under his real name
of Leon F. Crolgoss as under the name
of Nieman, which he pave at first.  But
while most of the Anarchists here deplore
his act, thers are a fow who, although
cauthous, make it guite clear o their in-
timates that they believe the man has
done right

Few of the Anarclista ‘of the East Side |
will talk a1 all about the shooting of the |
Presldent, and yesterday thelr resoris
were desortad. The local Anarchista have
no desiro to be mixed up in any of the af-
fairs which have brought their kind in
such disfavor When the Anarchists dropped
into the saloons where they are habitués
few remained for more than a few min-
utes yestorday, and these talked in whisp-
ers. The New York Reda regret the shout-
ing more from the harm they believe it
has done their cause than from any sym-
pathy with the President and the grief-
stricken nation

Ceolgosz s & Western Anarchist and
lis afliations have been with Western
organizations of Reds, but his crime Is of
more than usual interest to looal Anarchists |
from the fact that he has openly declared '
hmself to be a disciple of the energetio
Emma Goldman That flery person has
bolonged to every organisation of An-
archists in this city, and at one time or
anocther has been kicked out of every one
But as often as she has been expolled from
obe she has found a harbor in another, and
in that way she has iade the rounds several |
times !

The New York polion are convineced that
this city's Anarchis's had no hand in the
shooting of President McKinley So sure
are they that outside of warning the precinet
conumanders in districts where the Reds
are known to congregate, they have done |

McKinley in the Emergency Hospital on
Friday night, was in this city for a few
hours yesterday At the Fifth Avenue
Hotel in the afternoen Dr. Lee said that
as he had not seen the President sinee
his removal from the Emergency Hospital
1o the residence of President John G Mil-
burn, of the Exposition, he had to rely,
to a great extent, on the press reports
of the President's condition. He wsaid,
however, that notwithstanding the favor-
able reports which had come from Buffalo
he felt that the President’s oondition was
far more serious than was generally be
lleved. When pressed for a direct anewer

| & to whether he thought that the Presi.

Parmenter were away from their offices, |

but were at the hospital within an hour
after the shooting Dr. Roswell Park was
at Niagara Falls. A special Michigan
Central train bore him with marvellous
spead to Buffalo and within an hour and a
half he, too, was at the operating table

Dr. Roswell Park is easily the foremost
of the corpe of physiclans attending the
President. Hs & a surgeon of world
wide fame and author of *Park's System
He s also
an acknowledged expert in cancer He
i about 48 vears of age and enjoys & goodd
practios. He was graduated from the Rush
Medioal College, of Chicago, some twenty-
five years ago and for a time taught there
what he had learned Subleequently he
spent much tinw in FEuropean study and
upon his return earned Lis presest reputa-
tion a8 a rapid, clean, and what is pro-
fossionally termed a protty operator, and
o one of the fow amindextrous surgeois
fn practice. He s ohief surgeon at the
Buffalo Geperal Hospital, professor of sur
gery at the University of Buffalo and lives
at 510 Delaware avenue

Dr. Herman Mynter, an older man,
perhaps 54, is a Dane by birth and famous
fn two continents as an expert abdomionul
surgeon and speclalist on appendicitis, con-
cerning which subject he has written a work
which s Ilullhl-n!\'ln'.l" to the profession
Recently he went to Denmark and leeturod
on his chosen subject befors the Danisn
Madical Congress at Copenhagen He was
formerly surgeon at the Sisters’ Hospital
and now operates at the German Doaooness
Home at the new German Hospital

Dr Matthew D Mann, aged 85 professor
of gynacology At the University of Buffal,

and gynwcologist at ther Buffalo
Goneral Hospital, has attained a workd-
wide reputation through his  standard

text book on Gvnecology He is & park
commissioner of the City of Buffalo  He
has practised from thirty to thirty-five
yoars in Buffalo and is known »« an emi-
nent abdominal surgeon. He was once
an instructor at the Harvand Unlversity,

Pan-American Exposition.

Rixey, the physioian to the MeKinley family,
who s with the President in Buffalo, is a
medical inspector in the United States
Navy. He s a Virginiaa, born  in Cul-
