One correspondent called attention to
the fact that doctors, In working to save
the President, were also working to save
the life of the miscreant who shot him
Noeveral typewriten pages s devoted
to a philosophical analysis of the problem
of how the recovery of the President means
that the man who sought to kill him wiil
ORCA death penalty The writer
concludes, however, that first thing
to be done = to save the life of the Presi.
dent, and adds that it & his firm convice
tion that if the President’'s assallant lHves
through a trial by a jury of twelve Ameri-
ean citizens, he will not sojourn at a peni-
tentiary or prison any longer thau s neces-
sary to fit him to become an inmate of an
fnstitution for the insane
