THREATEN DR. MACARTHUR.

Pastor Tells of RNecelving Two Letters
Frem Anarchists -He Tore 'Em Up.
Dr Robert 8 MacArthur, pastor of the

Calvary Baptist Church. says he has recel ved

within a week two threatening letters

which he thinks were sent by Anarchists

The first letter was well written and evi-

dently the work of anintelligent person.

It read:

“l am sorry that it was not you instead
of President MoKinley who was shot  If
you dare to open your mouth again against
anarchy or Anarchists vou will be the
next to feel the assassin's dagger ”

The second letter was written, Dr. MacAr-
thur savs, probably by a person of the lower
class. It was coarse and profane, oalled
him several unprintable names and’ de-
clared that he was worse than Crolgose

*“They were written evidently by some
one who heard my address on anarchy a
week ago last Sunday, and were sent in
the hope of preventing me from delivering
my ress to-day. | suppose.

It seams that Chief Engineer Porcey and
n navigating party of forty-eight had gone
from Portamouth to theTyne to take the
Cobra to Portamouth. In addition to the
navigating crew there were some twenty-
one eplovees of the Parsons Turbine Works
and other contractors, It is known that
the total number aboard was seventy, of
which twenty-one were employoes of the
contractors. Only twelve of thess have
beon accounted for and them ia 0o hope
that any more were saved

“The wreck was due to rough weather,
which carried the boat out of her course
and on the rocks A survivor says

*We were going at full speed, when with-

' out wamning of disaster we struck a rock.

The boat began to break up immediately.
All the small Loats were launched, but they
wore mpoosasively swampad. except the
diugy llwre was no panie.
