A Speedy Trial Possible Under the New
York Laws —The Matter of an Appeal
~Trial of the Lincoin Cenpiraters
and of President Garfield's Murderer.

Brrraro, Sept. 210t is possible to try
Yoon Ceolgosz in the courts of New York
State as speedily as in any ocourt in any
State fn the Union. Whilke the Intent of
the criminal laws of New York s to sur-
round all persons accused of crime with
every necessary safeguard against unjust
conviotion, nevertheless there is no reason
for prolonged delay in this particular case
and if the trial proceeds with the same
celerity that has marked the preliminary
proceedings the assassin  of President
MeKinley will be convicted, sentenced and
exeouted in a comparatively brief time.

A careful study of the Code of Criminal
Procedure of this State will convince the
average layman hat the law is not designed
to delay but rather to insure the admin-
istration of ahsolute justios without preju-
dice or partiality. In the eves of the law
leon Caolgoss s innocent until proved
guilty, and to prove hiz: guilty it will be
necessary to produce the proof in the same
manner as in an ordinary criminal trial

As he s accused of a capital crime he
cannot plead guilty if he wishes to, be-
ause the Code provides that “a convie-
vion shall not be had upon a plea of guilty
where the erime charged is or may be pun-
fshable by death ® In other words a mere
admission of guilt by the defendant is not
enough, but it must he proved by evidence
suMiclent to convince a jury beyond a
reasonable doubt

Of course only one plausible defence
ia open in this partioular case, insanity
section 21 of the Penal Code defines the
degree of ilnsanity which excuses from
criminal Mabllity as follows: “That at
the time of comumitting the crimi-
ual act the defendant was laboring under
such & defact of reason as either not to
know the nature and quality of the aot he
was dul.hl or not to know the act was

Tht defence the courts have held s an
sfirmative isue which the defendant s |
Lound to prove, but it has also been held
that the prisoner is entithed (o the benefit
of any doubt resting upon the question of
sanity. That is to say, after the defence
has aMrmatively shown that the defendant |
was insane to the extent prescribed by
the statute, the prosecution will be re-
1Lu.l.nd to rebut this proof and remove all
doubt, an undertaking which the record
of murder trials for the past fow years has
shown I8 not very difficult, as jurors have
a habit of regarding this deferice as a last
desperate resort to escape deserved pun-
shment. Indeed, it s safe to predict that
when the drawing of the Cwolgosz jury
begine more men will be excused on ac-
count of thelr reluctance to ancept insanity
