“The lacy law does not of itself forbid
the shipment of live birds, but it
birds shipped from one State to another
subject to Btate laws, and there is only one
RState in the Union where it s lawful to
take and ship the birds away That State

myself among them, went to shipping
from that State But vou ought to have
seen the row we stirred up

“We brought the birds in pretty large

numbers and sold them for good prices
They were turned loose in spring and sum-
mer on the supposition that they would

hreed and that when the shooting season
came there would be thousands of quails,
Imagine the wrath of the preserve makers
when those qualls, not used to cold weather,
picked up and at the first touch of fros
went  steaight  back to Misissippl, ke
migrating  ducks (M ocourse we  were
aocused of bad faith and all sorte of wick-
edness, but we were as much surprised
as any one else

“Some men have come to the conclusion
that quall raising s impossible and it is
such mistakes as this that have led to the
conclusion  One very angry set of men
weore those who made a preserve in Wis-
consin in the duck shooting region  They
sent to me for 500 birds they had told
me the kind of land they were going to
pt them on 1 would have told them that
their scheme was all nonsense, for quails
will not stay in swamp country, for the
reason that high water covers the nests
and drowns the young
