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RELATIVES LEGACY OF 850,000
70 BE DOUBLED.

Metropelitan Museum of Art Wil Get All
the Rest of the Lecometive Dulider's
Milllens and That Speedily —Every-
bedy Pleased te Aveld Jitigatien.

The threatened litigation which seemed
Hikely to delay for a long time the handing
over of the bulk of the millions of the late
Janooh 8 Rogers of Paterson, N J , to the
Motropalitan Museum of Art in this clity
has been settled, according to a statement
Issued yesterday by Robert W, de Forest,
counsel for the niseum, and the muscum
will now receive in the ordinary course of
administration the legacy provided for
in Mr Rogers's will  Just how long it will
take to enable the museum to aoquire the
money will depend on several things, but
Mr. de Forest said it ought to e within
six monthe, roughly speaking

About the settloment, the
lawyers acting for some of Mr Rogers's
relatives who were disappointed at the
very small amounta they got by his will
wore vely retioent  vesterday Mro de
Forest save that scoording 'o the agree-
ment the relatives will recwive §260.000 in
addition to the $250 00 which they were to
receive Ly the terms of the will. This ie
Mr de Forest's statement

“The offect of this settloment will he to
put the museum within a short time in
possession of Mr Rogers's residuary estate,
the value of which 1s upward of $3,000,000,
and to enable it 1o promptly carry out his
benevolent Intentions, the execution of
which might otherwise have been delaved
for several vears by protracted litigation.
The amount pact in settlement was §250,000,
about & per cent. on the amount involved,
and not much more than a yvear's normal
ineome on this amount of property

*Mr. Rogers's testamentary capacity has
been Milly vindicated by the decision of the
Chancellor of New Jersey admitting hia
will to probate, and the withdrawal of any
charges of lack of capacity Ly those of his
hwdrs who appearsd in that prooeeding.
While further Mtigation over his will was
quite possibile at the instigation of other
members of his family, the chief subject
of settlement was the claim made against
his estate that Ly making the museum his
residuary logatee he had violated an agree-
ment alleged to have been made between
himeelf and his deceased Lrothers (whose
surviving cluldren are his next of kin)
whereby these brothers, ‘'n default of isene,
were (o make muturl wills eaving their
properiy 1o 'h.n others or to their jssgs
