Illchard Croker Squire of Vantage

day after an absence of seven years and
went to tho storage warehouse of Hugh
Mullen In Bloomflcld avenue and asked
that hit furniture bo placed in a van and
carted off Mr Mullen politely told Mr
Faith that tho expenses of storage for tho
seven years amounted to 103 but this
did not feazu Faith In tho least He pulled
out n big roll of bills and counted out
amount Mullnn wanted Tho furniture
was then placed on ono of Mullens big
vans and carted to tim woods under the
brow of the Orange Mountains

Mr Faith directed tho negroes In charge
of tho van John Humphrey and Samuel
Werts to unload After they lied cons
plied Faith who had obtains an axe before
leaving the warehouse began to demolish
this furniture consisting of tables chairs
drexecn beds nnd a largo upright plaiTo
nil of which was reduced to kindling wood
and then burned by the owner to tho con-
sternation of negroes They pleaded
with Faith to lie allowed to tako the

hut their appeals wero in vain Faith
went right on with hU work of destruction
Ho startled the negroes by throwing sev-

eral largo pieces of solid silverware into the
roaring flames

A small parlor stove was the last thing
to bo destroyed after one of tho negroes
had asked to bo allowed to take It horn
When Faith found that the men wanted
tho stovo ho knocked It over with ax
and it Into fragments

The reason given by the owner of the

houMhold things for Us act was that he
wonted to forget the post He sold his
wifo and cliildren wore dead and he had
nn further uo for things that reminded
him of them An attempt to have the
furniture removed to an auction room and
disposed of thor won promptly discour-
aged by Mr Faith

Many people attracted to the scone of the
fire pleaded with Faith to desist but he went
right ahead as though no one was near
him It was nn hour before all was con-

sumed Then Faith went back to New
York HU wife and child died hers It
is saId that he owns a ninestory flat In
