Riohard Croker announced yesterday at
the Demoeratic Club that he would not talk
any more for publication. Since the election
Mr. Croker has been asked a great many
¢imes what his plans were and whether
pe really intended to quit the active leader-
ship of Tammany Hall. Yesterday when
the usual questions were put to him, he
amiled and then sald:

*I have nothing more to say. I do not
think there is any use in your coming to see
me again. I have done with talking. Do
pot ask me about anything, for I simply
will pot talk.”

The Tammany politiclans were resting
yesterday, and none of them had much
to say about the prospect of a reorganiza-
tion of the Hall, The workers and leaders
of the organization generally are very
pitter against Mr. Croker, but they have
as vet had no opportunity to formulate
plans. Many of the Tammany officeholders
are protected by the Civil Service law and
cannot be removed from their berths,
except on charges, or under the authority
granted by the new Charter to the Board of
Aldermen to limit the number of employees,
to the Board of Estimate to reduce ap-
propriations for salaries and to the heads of
departments and Borough Presidents to
abolish offices. In case men are removed
from office under these provisions of the
Charter, it is the opinion of members of
Tammany Hall's Law Committee that they
will go on the eligible list at its head. An
effort will be made when the first removal
|s brought about under the administration
of Mayor Low to have this rule established

RIVER IN UPPER BROADWAY.

Water Main Broken by a INast Floods the
Street —Leaves Three Feet of Mud.

A 86-inch water main at 133d street and
Broadway burst yesterday as the result
of the setting off of a blast in the conduit
of the Consolidated Gas Company and the
water flooded Broadway from that point
to 120th street, drove scores of warkmen
from the Rapid Transit tunnel, left hundreds
of apartment houses, St. Luke's Hospital
and Columbia TUniversity without water
for several hours and did much damage
to the s=lreet

A gang of workmen was at work in the
conduit at 133d street, which I8 very stecp
at this point. The ground is solid rock a
few feet under the surface, and this made it
necessary to blast to dig the conduit. In
digging down the water main which supplies
water for that seotion of the cily was ex-
posed. When the blast was set off the usual
precautions were taken to prevent the rocks
from scattering, but in some way a large
pieoce of rock was hurled against the water
main with force encugh to burst the maiu.

There was an instant rush of water, and
in a few seconds the street looked like the
rapids near a waterfall. Somebody who
saw the danger to the men at work in the
Rapld Transit tunuel, rushed ahead and
told them to run for their lives. They
barely had time to scamper to safety. In
a few minutes water in the tunnel was
nearly ten feet deep.

The water rushed on down to 120th street,
where it took a zigzag course into Man-
hattan street, causing people and horses to
get out of the way in a hurry. Word was
sent quickly to the Water Departrent,
and the water was shut off at 135th and
118th streets. A gang of men was soon at
work repairing 1“1' sreak, and the main
was in order last night

A man driving an express wagon on
Broadway a few houras after the accident
occurred sank, horse and all, nearly three
feet in the mud. The horse was got oul
with difficulty

| SAYS HE FAVORS DESTROYING
| RAINES LAW HOTELS.

Would Minimize Social Evil by Repeallng

Laws That Give Opportunity for
Blackmall—8ays the New Adminise
tration Will Not Get Gay —~His Plans.

LakEvILLE, Conn., Nov. 7.—Justice Wil-
: liam Travers Jerome, District Attorney-
leloct of New York, took partioular pains
to-night to emphasize the fact that in no
sense could the election of the fusion tioket
be attributed to any one man, but rather to
the concerted effort of all those who do-
pgired a deliveranoe from the Tammany
yoke. No man of those elected, he pointed
out, was under any party pledge. Every
one had worked for the success of the
ticket with a singleness of purpose and there
was no doubt in his mind but that the forces
united in the campaign would be kept
together, now that the election was over.

Justice Jerome enunciated his views on
the Raines law question and said that the
bill for its reform would be presented at
the noxt Legislature, He said about the
election:

“There never has been an election which
has left more cordial feelings. None of
the candidates was under obligation to any
one organization. The fusionista have
the whole public service and they ought
to be able to administer it effectively.
The administration can do things in the
city that no other administration could do.

* I do not know yet what the complexion
of the Board of Aldermen is but I look for
good things there. After a result so sur-
prising to some the mnew administrators
will not get gay. 1 think they can be got
together on the excise question. The
good people, the ministers, have Isarned
of the conditions through the missions.
The ministers have been brought to see
the evil of the law as it stands and the evil
is generally recognized. 1 think it will be
possible to present a solid front on the
question.

“When we try to accomplish the reform
we will be armed with a definite proposition.
It will not be a general request for the reform
but the introduction of a bill which will
remedy the obnoxious features of the law.
It necessary 1 will take the initiative in the
matter. 1 am absolutely pledged to the
people on that matter. I have made no
pled on which I will not qualify.

'(g:tednly. the most important legislution
is the reform of the Liquor law. 1t should be
reformed 80 as to take politics out of it. It is
a serious thing that in any business persons
should be ostracized by reason of their
connection with that business. Anything
that tends to break down the self-respect
of any class should be remadied.”

“What is your conception of the nec-
essary reform in the law?"”

“I have already outlined that in a general
way in the campaign. It would be the
destruction of the Itaines law hotel ard
there shonld be certain regulations as to
Sunday closing. 1 do not care to enter
into further details.”

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Coroner's Jury Finds the Shot That Kllled
Her Husband Was Accidental.

Coroner Willlam Parslow of Hudson
county and a jury held ah inquest last
night in Coyle's Hall, Hoboken, into the
death of John Chartrand, the manager of
the Hobokeén skating rink, who was shot and
killed by his wife Venoedora on the morning
of Thursday of last week. After he was
arrested she made a statement to the police
that her husband had given her the pistol
to protect herself with on the morning of
the shooting, as he wished her to feed his
dogs while he was on a hunting trip, on
which he was to start that morning. The
verdiet of the jury was that Chartrand
had met his death from a pistol shot fired
by his wife on the morning of Oect. 81, but
in thelr opinion, according to the evidence,
the shoot was accidental,

Police Bergeant Goode testified that Mrs.
Chartrand told him when brought before
him at the time of her arrest that the re-
volver was discharged by the trigger catch-
ing her sleeve when she was embracing
her husband. She also told him that she
never had seen the revolver before her
husband handed it to her.

William Nolte who has a gun store at
603 Washington street, testified to having
received a from & woman whom he
desoribed as small, on Monday, Oct. 28,
who asked him for a second hand rifle.
He told her he didn’t have one and she then
asked for a revolver,

He showed her a 82-calibre weapon.
She asked him to show her how to use it
aud he did so. She left saying she would
come back again. She call again on
Wednesday afternoon and bought the re-
volver and asked for a load of cartridges,
He sold her flve cartridges, charging her in
all 80 cents. He identified the revolver
and cartridges, two of which had besn fired,
as those he sold to the woman.

Mrs. Chartrand was not present at the in-
quest, but she waa represented by Assem-
blyman John J. Fallon as her counsel.

¢ reason Mrs. Chartrand was not
jdentified as the purchaser of the pistol
appears to be that she was not preeent at
the inquest. Why the Coroner did not
have her there, or adjourn the inquest
until Mr. Nolte could have an opportunity
to soe her, does not appear. Mr. Nolte also
testified that a boy, John Nicholson was
present when the pistol was purchased,
and that he also would have been able to
identify the woman, The description given
of the purchaser of the pistol agrees with
that of Mrs. Chartrand. The jury and
Coroner evidently considered the contra-
diction of Mrs. Chartrand's statement that
her husband gave her the pistol as of no
importance,

KNIFE TIST TO SHOW NERVE.
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YOUNG DOCTOR SHOT DEAD.

DR.C. M.SPALTER KILLED BY DR.
E. E. TULL'S GUN.

They Were Duck Hunting From Naphtha
Launch in the Sound and Dr. Tull Had
Passed His Gan to His Friend Without
Looking Round —Purely an Aocident,
Says Dr. Tull—-Formally Held In 81,000

Dr. Charles M. Spalter, a young physi-
cian who recently opened an office at 67
West Fight y-second street, in this city, had
the top of his head blown off and was in-
stantly killed yesterday afternoon by the
discharge of a shot gun in a naphtha launch
in which he and his friend, Dr. Edward E.
Tull of 119 West Eightieth street, were
duck shooting off Premium Point, a short
distanoe from New Rochelle, in Long Island
Sound. Dr. Tull went back with his friend’s
body and surrendered to the Mount Vernon
police. He was later released in $1,000
bail on his declaration that the shooting
was an aocident.

The shooting occurred near the house of
C. Oliver Iselin. There were no witnessos.
Dr. Tull himself declares that his back was
turmed at the time the gun went off. Several
men, however, were fishing in the Sound
ashort distance away, among them being by
chance Sergt. Merz of the Mount Vernon
police. The sergeant, on hearing the ex-
plosion and seeing that something had gone
wrong, pulled up his line, rowad over to the
launch and asked what the matter was.

“*Dr. Spalter, my friend hero, has shot
himself,” said Dr. Tull, pointing to the body
of the dead man as it lay in the launch.
“What shall T do?"

The sergeant said the best thing for Dr.
Tull to do was to go ashore at once and
explain the affair to the authorities, Dr.
Tull, who was pale and intensely excited,
frumediately went ashore and to the Mount
Yernon polico headquarters, and Coroner
Banning was summoned. To him Dr. Tull
said that the shoonting was wholly acci-
dental. After he had heard Dr. Tull's
story Coroner Banning said

“Do you know anybody here who will
go on your bond for $1,0007"

Dr. Tull said that he did and named
Dr. Archibald M. Campbell, one of the best-
known physicians in Mount Vernon. When
Dr. Campbell was asked if he would furnish
$1,000 bail he quickly answered that he
knew Dr. Tull so well that he would gladly
Yurnish bonds for $50,000 if necessary. The
bond was quickly made out and Dr. Tull
departed for this city, where he has a pri-
vate sanitarium,

Dr. Tull's story of the shooting as told
to Coroner Banning and a reporter from
THE SUN was that he had known Dr. Spalter
for two years, that the latter had come to
this city from his home in Keene, N. H,
and that he had mot him at a clinical leo-
ture and had taken a fancy to him. Dr.
Spalter, he said, was 26 years old. Dr. Tull
is about 35 years old.

*We frequently went away together
on outings,” said Dr. Tull. “In the summer
we frequently went bathing together, and
we have been on several shooting trips.
1 always liked him very much and was
anxious to help him along. Only a few
days ago he opened an office at 57 West
Eighty-second street.

About three hundred
of the convic's in the Federal prison at
Fort Leavenworth are taken each day
from the old pricon to the site of the new
one, now in process of erection, to work
upon the new buildings. The new prison
is surrounded by a temporary stockade
or fence and is guarded by thirty guards.
It was here that the convicte escaped to=
day.

About 830 o'clock four conviots marched
into the office of Supt. F. Hines. With
Hines were W. F. Carroll, master stone cut-
ter, and Harmon Bone, another officiul
The convicts wera armsd with three revole
vers taken from guards. They eried out:

“We want you. Throw up your hands.”

The officers threw up their hands and they
were then cormmmanded to walk ou: of the
door. The conviets marched their pris-
oners in front of them to the west gate
of the prison, holding revolvers against
their necls. The guards on the outer
walls were alarmed by this time, and as
the party approaclied the sentry at the
gate, Guard Hofiman, stationed there,
raised his gun to fire at themn, but Supt,
Hines eried out to him to stap or he would
murder the officers. The convicts forced
him to surrender

Here, the convicts, who lad been jolned
by twenty-four others, poesession
of the guns left at the gate by the guards
who were on duty on the inside of the walls,
They gecured three shotguns and a num-
ber of revolvers. Thus armed, the gang
of desperate men turned from the gate,
which they could not open, and started
for the south side of the pricon site, march=
ing the captured office rs in front of them.

The guards stationed in the towers on
the walls began firing at the escaping con=
victs. Guard Tilpart, held by the con-
viots, dashed from in front of them and
around a corner of a building and escaped.
He was fired upon by the prisoners, but
was only slightly wounded. As the eon=
viets rushed for the south side of the prison
site the fusillade from the armed guards
on the wall became furious. Several
hundred shots were fired, but only one

stopped to battor down the wall of heavy
upright timbers.

The fire was returned, and
Waldrup fell, wonnded in the stomach
He raised Limself and shot Conviet Fort
dead. Another shot from a conviet struek
Waldrup in the foretiead, and hwe fell, mor-
tally wounded. Ancother conviet, eolored,
was wounded in the fight at the wall, whers
they escaped. A hole was rammed through
the wall hy the eonviots and they went
out on the run Several of their numbwy
were glightly wounded !
