Sergt. Brown ad mitted last night that he
had a paper with memoranda in the exami-
nation room, but he asserted that nothing
that would be useful to him was written
on it. He snys he accidentally drew it from
his pocket with a handkerchief and had no
intention of cheating.

Polioe Commissioner Murphy called about
four months ago for an eligible list for

motion to incies, the State Civil
Commission having abolished the
list on which the old Police Board made
seventeen captains last December. .‘h-r’v.
Brown was at the top of the old list, so far
as examination results went, but he was not
moted. He protested to the State Civil
m‘r)ﬂm'(‘ummhwk-n that 'he did not get a
fair rating, and he was instrumental in hav-
ing the old list abolished, the promotions
thrown out and this new examination ore
dered. In the last examination his rating
was 24.5 out of a possible 256 per cent. He
received 994 per cent. in the mental exami-
nation.

The new examination has been going on
since Monday in the rooms of the Civil
Service Commission in the New York Lifo
Building. Yesterday was the last day.
The sergeants are being examined on their
knowledge of the rules of the department.

MEXIUCO'S SUGGESTION TO THE
PAN-AMERICAN CONGRESS.

Peace Founded on Respect for the Sover-
elgnty, Independence and Territorial
Integrity of All American Republies
—Supplememtary to Monroe Doctrine.

Crry or Muxreo, Nov. 15~ The Mexi-
can delegation banqueted the delegates
to the Pan-American Congress at Chapul-
tepeo last uight. Senor Alfredo Chavero,
speaking in behalf of the Mexican dele-
gation, referred to the fact that this was
the first time in the history of America
that all the republics represented were in
a conference. He said: ’

“You have come on the meritorious mis-
sion of framing international laws for all
the Americas on the threefold basis of
justioe, progress and liberty. Undoubtedly
vou have come with a desire of drawing
closer the bonds of American fraternity,
harmonizing reciprocal interests and at-
taining through union prosperity and
strength.  Good will is natural on the part
of the nations of Central and S8outh America
on account of similarity of origin and
identity of speech, but all of us have the
samo feelings, the same aspirations and
the same way of thinking. To the United
States we are bound by similarity of in-
stitutions and community of interests,
bhut more intimately still by a historical
bond no man may loosen.”
