The dofence of the Columbia football
toam ocollapsed before the determined and
swift-moving onslaught of the big Cornell
tien yesterday and the cleven young fel-
lows who eport the blue and white were
foreed to accept a humiliating defeat from
the Ititaca eloven., Lights were burning
and only the dim outlines of the twenty-
two participants in the battle could be seen
through the dusk when the game ended.
The final score was 24 to 0, and a game
which at the end of the first half promised
to ba at least close ended in almost a rout,
Columbia fought back stubbornly in the
firet half, giving as good as they received,
but in the second half the eripples began
o weaken and Comell, growing stronger
every minute, battered the Columbia men
down, toppled them over and hurled them
back, making three out of the four touch-
downs in the second half. Cornell's score

game Columbia put up a much better fight,

Ihe Columbia partisans wero on the
anvious =eat as the teama first came on
the flield to mea whether their mainstay
Woekes would play. They saw the star
hall Back in uniform, but he was limping
painfully. He hobbled across to a bench.
and when his team formed for signal prao-
tice he was not in line. The main handicap
that Columbia suffered through Weckes's
absence was in defence. Weekes's ability
to head off men with the ball was sorely
missed yvesterday. Not only did the Cornell
Lacks find great gaps in the Columbia
line to jump through, but the lack of the
right man to stop them after they cleared
the serimmage and were racing over the
chalk marks was fatal to Columbia’s hopes.
First Berrien played back on the defence
for Columbia. Later Willard dropped back,
Berrien going up to brace the line. Had
this change not been made Columbia would
have fared better, as Willard, who was lame
and bruised, was almost useless in heading
off the brawny Cornell backs.

The result was not entirely unexpectad.
The SuN contained a prediction yesterday
of 24 to 0in favor of Cornell and also pointed
out the other day that if Cornell won it
might ba by a big score. One notioeable
shortcoming in Columbia's play was that
the man with the ball did not receive the
vroper amount of assistance. The close
formation of backs is a good play with the
backs working together, but it did not
amount to much yesterday because the
ball carrier did not have emough help.
Smith who really did valiant work for Co-
lumbia had to fight his way alone more than
onee. The opening would be made for

was no one near to lend him a helping hand,
s#uch as is so essential to a good attack.
There was more speed and team work
in Comell's attack.
