MANHOLE EXPLOSION WiLTS
THEM FOR MAT HOURS

Fire That Followwl Tblrtynlx-
Sobway Cables From the Front
Street Distributing Station The
Lower SabTrolley District Paralied

An explosion in a street vault in fowling
Green stopped all the electric surface care
in tho lower part of the city for the last halt
of the afternoon and the evening

The explosion blow a manhole cover otf
the vault in front of the Produce Exchange
jiut at tho junction of Whitehall etreet and
Bowling Green A leak in n gas main
oausod it was supposed by tho excava-
tions made for tho foundation of the new
Custom llouso building had allowed gae
to accumulate In tho neighboring sub
nays of the Metropolitan Street Railway
Companys system between Bowling Green
and South Ferry The gas company
spent hours in trying to find the origin
of tho leak and after tapping and

ono main at Front and Whitehall irtreeta
went to work nn another in Bowling Grruu
between Whitehall and State streets The
Mploslon occurred shortly before 3 oclock
The manhole cover WAIl broken and a-

flame several feet high shot into the air
and continued for several minutes Some
observers Mild the flame came from tho
manhole opening and some said It came
from the trolley slots nearby There are
few people in tho streets In that vicinity-
on a holiday In tho winter time If the
flame cams from the manhole there must
have benn an Interval between the explo-
sion and the outburst of the flame for
the conductor of a car which had Just
passed the point supposing that his car
had In some way knocked off tho manhole
cover Jumped from hi car and to the
amazement of his close at hand
looked down the manhole as though to
see what else there was to come up fits
older comrades shuddered Motormen
shut off their power Instantly and con-
ductors wondered momentarily which was
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the direction of safety-
If I was lookln for a sort of Irresponsible

way of suicide said one of them 1 would
have gone and peered over that hole a he

Tho point of the explosion is visible-
to the up and downtown cars on both the
Broadway and Sixth and Eighth avenue
lines When motormen found that nothing
had happened In their own particular
cars and that they had power with which
to proceed they started up again and cars
whoso crews and passengers had seen the
explosion on the down trip on the westward
Bide of Bowling Green had tlmo to go to
the ferry and return to points above tho
explosion on tho up trips power
had left them

Thn flre from the explosion presently
burned all Insulating material from
the cables In the conduit
the vault where the explosion took place
along Bowling Green to Broadway put
ting out of commlvilon caules
trom tho Front street distributing
station and paralyzing that so
that all power was shut ofT
This meant withdrawal of from
tho cars of all lines In tho section supplied
from Front street so the ears of the
Third and Fourth avenue lines were stopped
below Canal street those of the
way line below Grand street and thone of
the Sixth and Eighth avenue lines below
Grove street and tho cars on the live parts
