THE COLLARS THE FEATURE OF
THE SEASON'S COATS.

Biack Silk and Biack Velvet the Maest
Stylish Among the Outdeoor Garments
—g{hances for & Mother to Show Her
Taste —The School Wraps —Cloth Coats.

The new features in children’s outdoor
garments seem to be summed up in the
oollars which abound on every kindof coat
for both small boys and girls, and on every
kind of frock as well.

A black silk or velvet coat gives the

test amount of style, perhaps, although
brown, blue and grpen velvel are very much
used.  Black has the preference, how-
ever, aud you see black silk coats trimmed
around with hands of black velvet, and
yolvet eoats trimmed with bands of black
silk

Two narrow seant circular flounces edged
with one row of black velvet ribbon are a

tty finish for silk coats and cioth ones
as well. The flounoes owverlap enough
to give a finish to tue lower one, and the
upper is headed with a band of the velvet

The plain eircular shaped coat is very
popular for a wee girl of 3 vears and it
s usually supplemented by a collar of lace.
Venetian point, guipure and Renaissanoce
are all brought into requisition here

Usually there is a double collar; an outer
one of lace very broad with a narrower
one of the velvet turning over this, or the
peverse, with the velvet one underneath,

and the laca over it, nearly but not quite
s wide .

Great beauty and elegance are given to
8 very plain coat by the coliar which ap-
propriates nearly all of the decoration.
Here 8 an opportunity for taste and fine
handiwork which can at loast develap
& mother’s originali*y in this line

Finest lawn in tiny hand-run tueks com-
bined with lace insertion and cdging, can
ba varied in many wavs, and if the eollar is
made at homn it will cost comparatively
little, The tucked portion in crosswise
tucks can be shaped in papals whioch flare
enough to give the collar form and fit,
and narrow insertion will join them very
prettily

For very small girls bengaline and peau
de sole make very nice coals in white and
pale shades of blue and pink. One pretty
model in blue is edged all around with a
parrow ruching of blue chiffon, a rather
unusual decoration, to say the least, and
very dainty.

A nien collar too is made by tucking the
silk very finely in and tucks with generous
spaces hetwaen, cutting it into panels and
Joining them with the open stiteh. This
may be edged with laoe or with silk em-
broidery over a frill of the chiffon, acoor-
deon plaited, of course

Black satin coats trimmed with ermine

are very elegant and furnish & means of
using up scraps of fur which might not
e servimable for anything else  Some

of the black silk and satin coats are tucked
back and front from the down to a
litthe below waist line, and finished
with stitohed collars of the silk edged with
Irish lace

Almost all whether short or
long. are double breasted and India wilk
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following the lines of the plaits. Collar and
cuffs are also finished in the same way. A
band of Irish lace is used to give the Erapire
walst effect back and front.

This same 'd 2 is carried out on a coat of
cream-colored cloth trimmed with an
appliqué of oloth and panne. Ermine trims
the collar and cuffs. Velvet is the trimming
on another cloth coat, and last there is a
short coat of zibeline, made with a double
collar, the under one of stitched material
and the upper one of ivory panne edged
with guipure.

Very simple little coats are made of tan
cloth edged around the cuffs, collar and
down the front on one side with a band
of brown velvet, Many rows of stitching
just above this band give a nioe finish, even
though the band is stitched.

Beige satin-finished camel's hair, too,
makes a very stylish coat, trimmed with
stitched bands of the same around the
hem. The cape collar may be of velvet of
the same color, partially covered with lace,
or of tho same fabric trimmed with diamond
squarea, of velvet in a lighter or darker
shade. ‘I'his turn-over military collar is
especially good style on this kind of coat.

“Cutters for girls," said a sled manu- |

facturer, “are little sleigha in reality, and
some of them are very shapely and stylish.

“They are not new to be sure, but we
make them now in greater variety than
wo used to. Formerly we made them in,
say, half a dozen styles; now we make them
in a dozen or more

“They can now ba bought cheaper than
they ever could before, and they are also
made for those who want them this way
finer and more expensive than ever,

*They used to, as for that matter people
do now sometimes, nail a soap box on top of
a sled, to make something safe to carry
a small child in, but in these day s if a box
sleigh is wanted, a girl's cutter ocan be
bought for as little as $1.50. This cutter
would have a well designed, but perfectly
plain sleigh body, with a seat, but without
uny upholstery. From that the cutters
run in price up to $25 for a perfectly model-
led and beautifully finished little sleigh,
with a swell body, lined throughout with
silk plush and with Russian plumes rising
above its correctly cur\'ur dashboard,
this sleigh being mounted on fine fancy
runners, the whole making a fine modern
sleigh in miniature

carriages. They are sometimes drawn,
as o sled would be, by a rope, but most
comimonly they are not drawn, but pushed
by means of a handle attached, like that
on a baby carriage, to the back.”

 ALLMADE OF GOOSE FEATHERS

A REVELATION FOR AN AUDURON
SOCIETY WOMAN.

All Bird Breasts and Plumes for Millinery
Nat Obiained by the Siaughter of Song
and Other Hirds Skl Developed in
Imitating the Bird's Natural Attire.

Thers was once a woman whose soul
was 80 stirred by the use of birds or parts
of birds to adorn millinery that she felt
that she had a mission, She labored with
her friends and read much literature con-
cerning the slaughter committed on birds
for commercial purposes

She had an especial grievance against the
breasts which adorn so many hata. Of
course, she knew that the brilliantly col-
ored red and purple and variegated breasta
conld not have had those colors originally,
but she had visions of beautiful birds which
were killed to supply those breasts

The time came when it was absolutely
necessary for her to read a paper on the
subject at her elub, and lier husband, who
had a friend in the wholesale bird and
feather business, suggesied that she go to
this man's factory and gather together
some actual details. She went, and the
man, instead of nuump'in% auy vain argue«
ments, led her through his workrooms,
When she came out, after an hour or so,
she was bewildered, and the club pnrer
will not be written until she has had a
chance to readjust her ideas

The first thing that the woman learned
was that the bird breasts that had so roused
her pity and indignation were for the most
part made of bits of feathers plucked from
’n-o-r- in Germany. She found that the birds
or which she had grieved were not Ameri-
can song birds, so far as this factory was
concerned, but common  pests of China
and Japan, whose social &tatus in birddom
corresponds to that of the English spar-
row

She found that in \‘vrrv many cases the
birds weren't birds at all, but n.gvnlnusl‘:
constructed  frameworks  covered wit
feathers in so lifelike a manner as almost
to deceiva oxperts

She found, in short, that she had stumbled
upon not only one of the most interesting
and ingenious of commerclal arts, but a
business which, not for a moment gain-
sayving the noble and far-reaching work
the Animal and Audubon societies have
done for the protection of birds, has been
greatly and ignorantly maligned in some
CAses

The first room the woman entered was
the washing reoom where she saw nore
feathers than she supposed were in the
world. There wete scores of immense
paper bags filled with bunches of feathers
whioh had been stripped from geese by
the German peasant women and tied into
the compact little parcels

These great bags are emptied by the
irls who string them ready for washing.
f.ad. irl sits on & low chair with an open
bag of feathers beside her and a long cord
in one hand
