blackmailing character

Fattier Xavier did nothing about theee
letters until a few weeks ago when feeling
that ho could not allow them to continue
without taking some steps to stop them
and find out the writer ho took some of
them and laid them before William J Km

Thin letters wero alt In a womans hand
wrltlng and tforn Father Xavier laid
them Mr Klnaley he had done a
little comparing himself with tho result
