WasuiNaron, Dec. 6.—In the Seuate to-
day Mr. McComas (IRRep., Md.) moved to
take up the resolution offered by him vester-
day as to the expulsion and deportation of
Anarchists, and as to Federal legislation
on the subject, and he addressed the Senate
In explanation and support of it.

“Within seven years,” he said, “President
Carnot, Prime Minister Canovas del Castillo,
the Empress of Austria, King Humbert,
and President McKinley have been foully
assassinated by Anarchista, Our homes
are still under the shadow of national grief
for our best-beloved President, and the
heart of the world is with us in our sorrow
A ruler at gentle, so .serene, 8o
wise, £o st ng, the world hitherto had never
known. This brutal Anarchist, of Polish
descent, slow that President whom all the
people most loved and who most loved all
the people

public had advanced to the front rank of
ternational Powers and when we began to
gealize our illimitable greatness.

consideration named a patron of the scheme
had the privilege of making a “grab.” The
element of chance in the scheme made it
attractive to thoss who thought they could
contribute a guarter and win a ten-dollar
article, and the promoter was doing a
luerative business when the postal au-
thorities took a hand ln the game.

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TEXT OF THE CANAL TREATY.

AN AMERICAN CANAL TO BE
UNDER AMERICAN CONTROL,

The New Treaty Supersedes the Clayton
Bulwer Conventlon and Glves to the
United States Exclis've Right of Pros
viding for Regulation and Management

Wasninaroy, Dec, 5.—A meeting of the
Senate Foreign Relations Committee has
been called for to-morrow, when the Canal
treaty will be considered. It is expected

| that a favorable report will he at once

ordered, but as the Scnate will not meet
until Monday, it cannot be reported back
to that body before then. A decision was
made in the executive session this afternoon
to have the injunction of secrecy removed
from the treaty, and its terms were made
public, The treaty is as follows:

The United Statea of America and his
Mujesty kdward the VIL of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland and
of the British Domintons beyond the Seas,
King, and Emperor of ludia, being desirons
to facilitate lm construction of a ship canal
to connect the Atlantieo and Pacifie oceans,
by whatever route may be considered ex-
pedient, and to that end to remove any ob-
Jection which may arise out of the conven-
tion of the 10th of April, 1%0, commonly
called the Clayton-Bulwer Treaty, to the
construction of such canal under the au-
gpices of the Government of the United States

What About the Duties on Merchandise
So Imported?

WaAsSHINGTON, Dec. 5.—Since the Philip-
pines tariff decision the question has been
raised whether goods imported from Spain,
dutiable here, can now get in free, coming
by way of the Philippines,

As far as can be learned bought goods
coming to the United States from Spain
through the Philippines cannot altogether
escape the payment of duties as they would
be subject to the rates imposed by the mili-
tary tariff on importations into the Philip-
pines, That tariff gives Spain the same
rates as the United States Some articles
may be free and on some the rates may be
lower than those imposed by the Diugley
law on importations from foreign coun-
tries into the United States. One of the
arguments for prompt action on the Lodge
bill applying the Dingley rates on importa-
tions from the Philippines is that a loop-
hole is left by the Supreme Court decision
for Spain to get goods into the United States
through ﬂl--%'hi ippines free or by the pay-
ment of lower ratos than are imposed agalnst
other foreign countries, i

BILL DRAFTED BY THE CUBAN
ECONOMIC COMMISSION.,

It Provides for Hall<Rate Dutles on Cuban
Products Admitted Into the United
States and on Our Products Admitted
Into Cuba -~ Raw Sugar to Come InFree.

Wasuinaron, Dee, 5 -The Cuban Eco-
nomic Commission, under the guidance

of counsel, State Senator Pavy of New |
York, called at the War Department again |
to-day to pay their respects to Adjutant- |

General Corbin,  Incidentally the members
met Senator Hanna and Senator Foraker
and talked to them about reciprocity with
Cuba. Senator Hanna asked a number of
questions  and assured the commission
that he was firmly of the opinion that some
form of reciprocity should be adopted to
assist the Cubans. Senator Hanna was
anxious to know what the commission
would advise in the way of legislation.
They argued that the duty on sugar and
tobacco coming into the United States
from Cuba should e reduced, but were
not prepared to say just how this could
bLe accomplished at this time,

The commission came upon Senator For-
aker in the reception room of the Secretary
of War and, upon being presented, brought

up the same subject. Senator Foraker
assured  them of Lis sympathy with
the general principle  that tha duty |

should be reduced, but said that he had not
studicd the subject enough to say what
reduction he would favor,

The delegates afterward had a confer-
ence with Gen, Wood and left for New York
this evening., They gave out a statement
saying

“T'ne Cuban delegates have been given
to understand that they can get reductions
in the American tariff on Cuban products
from Congress alone
they cannot expect undue legislative in-
terference  in their behalf, The Presi-
told them so himself. He informed
them that he should recommend in strong
language the fmportance of doing some-
thing at once in aid of Cuban commerce
and industry., Bevond this, he told them,
they must ook to Congress and advised

them to see Senator Platt as chairman

of the Senate Committes on Cuban Affairs. |
