Horr was arraigned yesterday morning
before Magistrate Pool, who committed
him to prison. To detectives who
talked with him in his cell later the prisoner
said he was the proprietor of the book store
in Fourth avenue and lived on the floor
above. On the third floor he had let out fur-
nished rooms to Iveagh and his wife and

child
and yesterday they owed three weeks rent,
amounting to $15

On Tuesday night, Horr sald, his wife
went to Iveagh's room and demanded the
three weeks' rent.  Iveagh paid it and then
gaid that he and his wife intended to reman
in the rooms for another day that they
might find another place. Mrs. Horr then
demanded another dollar. Iveagh then,
according to Horr, said:

“I'll give you a kiss instead.”

After that Horr said Iveagh and his wife
and child went out and remained away
until 11 o'clock. When they returned Mrs
Horr tried to prevent them getting in to
their rooms, but they broke their way in
Horr said he went upstairs to “have it out”
with Iveagh and Iveagh chased him down
He got his revolver then and fired a shot up
the stairs at Iveagh. Mrs. Horr tried
to get between them and Horr fired threo
more s£hots, The last one took effect in
Iveagh's left side just above the heart. Horr
ran back to his apartment and took his
wife with him. Iveagh staggered into the
street followed by his wife,

One of the roomers in the house told
Policeman Geissler about tha shooting
and Geissler went into the house
was sitting at a table talking witl bis wife
The revolver was on the table

*l understand there has been trouble

“Yos," said Horr *I shot one of my

The policeman tried to find the man who
had been shot and, failing, took Horr to the
Fifth street station  An hour later another
policeman found Iveagh lving on the side-
walk around the corner in Twellth street
Iveagh's wife was kneeling beside
trying to stop the flow of blood from the
wound in his left breast. He was taken to
Bellevue

When Horr was searched in the police sta-
tion papers and letters relating to anarchy
were found in his kets.  He was asked
if he was an A and he replied that
he was an Anarchist individualist, but was
not a member of any particutar group. The
manuscripts found in his possession were
to be used in printing a new paper devoted
to Anarchistic affairs  The paper was
to appear on Naturday next

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CROOKS GOING SOUTH.
New Orieans Reports the Arrival of Gangs
of Plokpockets.

New OrLrans, Deo. 11 —The Bouthwest

EGGS TWO CENTURIES OLD.

Four of Them Found Upon the Tearing
Down of an Old Connecticut House.

In tearing down an old house in the town
of Malborough, Conn., the other day a
curious discovery was made. Between the
partitions and surrounded by the huge
timbers used in the construction of farm-
houses in the olden days was a hen's nest
and in it four perfect hen's eggs very,
very brown with age, but not eracked or
broken in the least.

By shalking them a faint rattle could be
heard on the inside showing that the con-
tents had dried up into a very small mass.
According to the oldest inhabitants the
house was erected 200 years ago and as no
alterations or repairs were ever made at
this particular spot, judging from the con-
dition of the timbers, plank and hand-
wrought iron nails used, it is argued that
the nest and eggs must have been there ever

LEFT RIM AT THE BRIDGE.

Both Arrested —Mother Had Eloped With
Mary's Sweetheart (8o She Says) and
Left Her Six Bables Instead —Youngs
est Left In the Struggle Over Him.

Mrs. Annie Guysen and her seventeen-
year-old daughter, Mary, respectively
mother and gsister of fourteen-months-old
Louis Guysen, were prisoners in the Centre
street police court yesterday on the charge
of attempting to abandon him at the Park
row end of the Bridge on Tuesday after-
noon.

AMAZING DEPTII OF THE FROST.

Trivial Circumstance That Led to Farmer
Leonard's Discovery.

CuesTER, N. Y., Dee. 11.—Farmer Bill
ILeonard, who lives opposite Gooere Pond
Mountain, and raises milk and deals in
horses, came into Baldy's tavern yester- |
day to warm his feet, after taking a load
of milk to the cheese factory

“Seems to me,” said he, “that I don't
remember when the frost was so deep in
the ground at this time of year as it is now.
It's amazing, that's what it is!

“Folks don't pay enough attention to
such things. They ought to make notes
of them for future reference. Then, ten
Years from now, when some of us get to
arguing on cold Decembers, all we've got
to do is to refer to the record, and see it
set down there, somethiug like this:

“ ‘Farmer leonard found frost in the
ground, December, 1901, five inches deep.’

“Then the argument would stop. That |
would show about as cold a December as |
any we're likely to have, I guess. Think |
of it! Froet in the ground, here, before
the middle of Decenber, five inches deep!
It amazes me!”

Nobody seemed to take much Interest
in Farmer Leonard'’s discovery, but he was
evidently bound to spread the unwonted |
meteorological condition in full on the
record, and continued thus:

“If T hadn't gone out and hauled in that
load of wood and sawed it up I don't be-
lieve I would have made the discovery.
One of the sticks was a good-sized log,
9 feet long.

“I went to uwin%lt up into foot and a half
lengths, and when 1 sawed the first one off 1
discovered that the log was decayed in the
oentre, the decayed part bein four or five
fnches across. It wasn't unti! I had sawed
off three lengths that I noticed that the
decayed heart of the log looked different
from the usual unsound wood.

“The middle of it was reddish, then there
was a wide load-colored space mrmundlnf
that, with a black rim, maybe an eighth |
of an inch wide, around the whole

The board has advertised for bids for a
contract for all the work, the bids to be
opened to-day and the total cost of the
improvement that it is intended to begin
is estimated at $1,004,000, Mr. Grout said
that he thought under the circumstances
the best thing to do was to wipe out the |
slate and start the whole matter over again.
In this he was supported by Comptroller
Coler, who said that he agreed with Mr,
Grout that no contract could be let legally
under a resolution that was not drawn in
accordance with the law.

Mr. Grout and Comptroller Coler were
outvoted and the resolution was not re-
But it is not likely that the con-
tract will be let by this administration,
for the special committea of the City Club,
which is reeking to save the city from the |
last efforts of the Tammany grafters, has |
taken steps to obtain an injunction which
will prevent the board from letting the |
coutract to-day, and it is hardly probable
that the legal complications can be over-
come, no matter what the outcome of the
suit, in time to leave the power to make
the contract in the hands of the men who
are now in the Board of Public Improve-
menta.
