It is on
the lines of the English La lies' Kennel
Association, but, unlike that body, did not
oome' into existence to right any abuses
perpetrated against women exhibitors on
the bench show circuit, Instead, the
Ladies’ Kennel Association is baoked up
by the American Kennel Club, the West-
minster Kennel Club and all the regular
organizations of exhibitors. In fact, our
men oould not refuse a sanction if they
would, for their *sisters, cousins and aunts”

PLAYERS WHO ARE THW BEST
IN THEIR POSITIONS.

Campbell and Swan, Ends; Cutts and Blag-

The selection of All-America teams
for the season of 1001 is now in order
Doubtless mogt of the All-America teams
chosen this year will contain a majority
of Harvard men since Harvard has the
champion team and it takes champion
players to make champion teams. In
some respects this year's All-America
team I8 easy to pick, in others difficult,
there baing in the latter case several play-
ers in certain positions who are high-olass
and very nearly evenly matobed. THR
SuN's All-America team for 1001 is chosen
with the players' work all season in mind
and net alone what he may have done
in any one game. The eleven herewith
presented seems to possess a greater com-
bination of strength than any other that
ocould be chosen. It has kicking ability
to an unusual degree both at punting and
drop-kicking, men who are sure catchers
of the ball, a strong, aggressive and scrappy
line, stiff defensive ability, both in the line
and back of it, and an almost unparalleled
combination of men to advance the ball
whether through the line or around the
ends.

The first man to be chosen s Campbell of
Harvard, for one of the ends, who also
should be captain of the teamn. He is not
only one of the best ends in the history of
the game, but a first-class leader. Swan
of Yale Is chosen for the other end. While
not quite as fast under kicks as several
others he is & better all-around end. In
both of Yale's big games he played effec-
tively and consistently. In fact he did this
all the season. He is a sharp tackler,
follows the bhall closely, gets into the plays
well and moreover has a good head. The
Yale Alumni Weekly says of him: *“The most
brilliant end work of the day and one of
the best exhibitions given in recent times
was that of Swan. Harvard's opinion of
him may be judged from the fact that in
the second half, two men, generally Camp-
bell and one of the half backs, were con-
gigned to keep him out of mischief. They
didn't hesitate at any kind of interference,
for they knew the referee was watching
the ball. They tackled him over and over
again, but they could not put him out of
the cnmm He followed the ball closely
and broke up interference brilliantly.*

One need not look further than Harvard
for the two tackles for the All-America
team. Cutts and Blagden fill the bill better
than anybody else who could be found,
although Hogan of Yale runs Blagden
closely for second choice. For a fresh-
man Hogan did exceadingly well and in the
faco of the stiff opposition he encountered
at Cambridge, acquitted himsell most
creditably. lagden, however, was a better

ound gainer in that game and is entitled to
the preference over Hogan. As for Cutts,
he was the best tackle on the fleld this year
His playing was fierce and backea up by
great etrength and a thorough knowledge
of the game. Incidental to the gelection
of Cutts it may be remarked that another
player whose eligibiliity also was questioned
and Jike Cutts is a new comer on & big team,
wou'd doubtless have made the All-Ameri-
ca eleven, had he played the season out.
The man referred to is Glass. His eligibil-
ity was questioned and Yale withdrew
him. Cutts plaved the season out.

Oloott, Yals, and Lee, Harvard, are the
two hest guards of the year, though Barnard,
Harvard, and Warner, Cornell, press them
closely. The selection of a centre is no
easy matter with three good ones so closely
matehed as Fisher, Princeton; Holt, Yale,
and Greene, Harvard, Had Greene plaved
the position regularly all season he might
have won the honor, but Holt and Fluﬁur
did good work all season. Tt is very close
between Fisher and Holt, the former being
chosen. While not as aggressive as Holt
he was very steady and a dificult man to
handle. In the early part of the season
his slowness threatened to relegate him
to the serub, but he fimproved greatly
