"I‘ho Army and Navy in Congress.

The usual influx of bills relating to
the army and the navy has begun in
Congress, and the committees of the
two houses in charge of suoh matters
have plenty of work before them. Radi-
cal legislation for the army, however,
seems unlikely, though changes in detail
may properly be made by amendments
to the Army bill of last spring.

The most important bills for both
servioes are of course the appropria-
tion bills. The bill for the navy has
been drafted for consideration by the
sub-committeo of the House, while the
Army bill has not yet been submitted.
The proposition from Schley quarters
that the condemnation of him by the
Court of Inquiry will prevent any large
appropriation for the navy this year is
gsimply another manifestation of futile
resentment. They are threatening that
the navy and the country are to be made
to suffer at the hands of Congreas simply

because the court to which he appealed |

found against him

Most of the bills introduced are doubt-
ful measures, put in usually by request
and without any expectation of their
enactment. Many of the bills are for the
“relief " of retired or former officers,
some of them retired years ago under
laws since changed, who now seek the
benefit of later legislation to obtain
higher rank on the retired list

An important bill introduced by Sen-
ator HAwWLEY provides that army offi-
cers who served during the Civil War
and the Spanish war otherwise than as
cadets, may be retired with rank one
step higher than that they now hold,
and that the President may promote
and retire two Major-Generals on the
active list, and one retired Major-Gen-
eral, as Lieutenant-Generals. This lat-
ter clause refers to Gens. BrRooke and
O118 on the active list, and to Gen
MERRITT on the retired list The first
part of the bill will aftect about 155 offi-
cers.

That
is to say, If a railway company should |
wish to recognize the especially valuable
servioes of a certain signalman by giving

him an increase in his pay, all the other
signalmen in the company’s employ, |
perhaps thousands in number, will be |
ordered by their trade union to claim a |
similar increase in wages. Naturally, |
under the ciroumstances, companies |
heaitate to evince their appreciation |
of an individual's exceptional services. |
No less obvious is the effect on working-

' men of the law laid down by the trade |
Very naturally, Mr. BRYAN'S proposi- |

unions that in every kind of employment !
there shall be a fixed wage for all the

employees without reference to merit. |
The enforcement of such a law with- |
draws at onoe all incentive to the acquire-

ment of notable skill and to the exhibi- *

tion of exemplary industry.

But, it may be asked, is there no
escape for the British employer from
the ruinous oconsequences of the '‘Ca'
canny " system, and of the levelling
rule that equal wages must be paid
to the incompetent and the efficient?
Can he not take refuge in improved
machinery? He cannot, becauss in
England the trade unions insist on |
applying the ‘‘go easy' and the un- |
varying wage principles to machines |
as well as to men. A machine must
not be allowed to do all it can, any more
than a human being; nor may it have
an attendant, however simple his duties,
at a lower rate of wages than that fixed
for the skilled artisan who did the work
before the machine was introduced.
The machine, in short, must not increase
the output, or displace labor.

For every one of these portentous
facts we have the authority of the Lon-
don Times, whioh has recently devoted
many pages in sucocessive issues to an
explanation of the existing crisis in
British industry. In view of such facts
we are not surprised that British em-
ployers do not patronize improved
machinery to the same extent as do
employers in the United States. The
truth is that the present unfriendly |
attitude of the British trade unions
toward machinery is precisely that
of the hand-loom weavers nearly a
century ago.

Automoblile Accldents,

Of course, it was to be expected that
the increased use of automobiles would
be attended by an increase in the num-
ber of mishaps to their drivers, but such
accidents have been so numerous dur-
ing the last few months that the con- |
clusion is irresistible that, either in the
machines themselves or in their opera- |
tors, there must be some positive de-
ficiency. Take for instance the acci-
dent of last Saturday night, in which

THEFT OF 10,000 SOVEREIGNS.

Investigating Loss of Gold Coin Shipped
From Leondon, via New York, to Lima.

A suit has been brought in London by

the London Bank of Mexloo against several {

transportation companies to determine
the responaibllity for the loss of two boxes
of gold coin valued at 850,000, which were
stolen in transit from London to the bank’s
branch at Linia, Peru.

The London Bank of Mexico shipped
about five years ago seven boxes, each
containing 5,000 sovereigns, to the bank
at Lima, They came to New York by the
Royal Mall Line. Here they were trans-
ferred to the Panama Railroad Company,
which carried the boxes to the Isthmue
of Panama, where the Pacifio Steamn Navi-
ﬁ:!t,l‘on line tuok them and ocarried them to

When the boxes were opened at the Lima
bank it was found that two of them had
been stolen and boxes containing leac
shot had been substituted. All the boxes
were similar in shape, size and weight.
The bank officlals say that the shipment
was expected all along the line and that this
a'lﬂordod the opportunity for the substitu-
tion

Soon after the robbery became known
two employees of the Pacitic Sieam Navi-
gation Company were arreated charged
with having committed the robbery. It
was found that one of the men suspected
had bought a plantation in South America
and that both had resigned their places
soon after the theft
