“An investiga-
thon haa been begun, in charge of Assistant
District Attorney Thorne, and the infor-
mation seems to indicate neglect of duty
in the advertising for bids, particularly
for stationery and printing.

“As there is 8o little time loft of my ad-
ministration, the matter will go to my
stiboessor and it seems to me that Justice
Jerome will be the proper person to make
public the particulars, if he deems it wise.

Sends Wateh and Ring to His Parents and
says: “1 Don't Infend to Come Back"
—Father, Col. §. M. Hedges, In Adver-
tisement, Implores His Son to Return.

- PIT1sBURG, Pa., Dec. 27 —Roy 8. Hedges
of Bchenectady, N. Y., the son of Sidney
M. Hedges of Boston, the father having
formerly been commander of the Ancient
and Honorable Artillery Company, dis-
appeared night before last from Sewickley,
a fashionable suburb twelve miles below
Pittsburg, and has not been found. He
and his father and mother were on a visit
to Joseph J. Tillinghast, Mr. Hedges's
gon-in-law. Mr. Hedges is very much
alarmed about his son's disappearance.

Young Hedges, his father and mother |
came to Sowickley to spend Christmas |

with Tillinghast. On Christmas night Till-
inghast suggested that his visitors go with
him to the Edgeworth Club, but young
Hedges declined, saying he would stay
with his eister and mother About 9:30
P. M., Mrs. Hedges asked her son to mail
