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THE SALTED DIAMOND FIELDS,

CLARENCE KING AND ROBERTS
DIE ALMOST AT ONE HOUR,

The Geologist Discovered and FExposed
the Wyoming Fraud of 18732, Which the
Promoter Was Innooently Furthering
—-A Sensation Here and Abroad.

The recent deaths of Clarence King,
the geologist and mining expert, and
(ieorge 1. Roberts, the mining promoter,
within a few hours of each other, recalled
one of the most interesting incidenta In
which they were both concerned —the
*salted diamond fielda® of Wycming. Mr.
King discovered the fraud. Mr. Roberts,
in entire inncoence, was instrumental in
advancing the public estimation of the
new flelds. Mr. Roberts was always an
enthusiast in new mining ventures, and
when the stories of the discovery of rich
flelds of precious gems in Wyoming came
Fast, was among those who were most
anxious to organize corporations to de-
velop the opportunity.

Late in 1872 a large number of diamonds of
fair quality and considerable value and
some rubles were brought to this city with

the statcment that they had been found in
| Wyoming in the neighborhood of the for-
| tieth parallel, which Mr. King was then
| engaged iu eurveying for the Government
| under the supervision of the Geologieal
’ Survey. Previous rumors had reached the
East that there had been considerable
discoveries of geme in Arizona. Mr King
heard of the location of the alleged dia-
| mond flelds while he was at work on the
| survey and at once set out for the neigh-
| borhood, which was not far from the line
of the Union Pacific Railroad
It at once became apparent to the ex-
lorers that the country to which he had
n directed was exiremely rich in gems,
But it seemed to Mr. King and his assist-
ants that there was much food for Inquiry
in the peculiar planes in which the diamonds
and rubiles were found. Very often they
were discovered lying on bare rooks, Never
| before in the history of gmlofy had it been
| discovered that diamonds had been wo
| lodged by the forces of nature. Beocowning
mupk‘it-uﬂ Mr. King observed that when
the antn is in which some of the gems
wore found, were studied Viey bore plain
evidenoe of having been visived by human
beings. In 1o case where there was no
“man Mfu' were there diamonds The
gems which were found in these anthills
were frequently found at the bottom of
artificial holes made by the insertion of a
sharp stick. There were no artifical holes
in the anth.lls which had no gems in them.
| Mr. King became convinoed that a great
fraud had been prepared. He made known
| his deductions and there was a great sensa-
| tion here and abroad. It wis learned
that for nearly a year before the rumors
of the discovery had been circulated a
! number of men, apparently with a com-
mon object, had beon engaged in the buy-
ing of great quantities u? gems in Europe.
It was generally felt that by hisx work in
exposing the swindle, Mr. King had saved
uncounted thousands of dollars to the
V"ml'l” who would have swartned <ut to
Vyoming from the Atlantie Coast and from
Furope to buv the worthless flelds and to

MARCONI REFUSES 81,000 A NIGHT.
Has an Offer to lecture at That Rate
~Rxpeots toe e Hore on Jap. 3.

Havrrax, N, 8., Deo, 28.—Willlam Marcon!
passod through here to-day from Bydney
bound for Montreal, where he will arrive
at 7 o'clock to-morrow evening. With him
on the train was the Canadian Minister
of Militia, who met him at Truro.

Marconi laughed at the published state-
ment that he was to be married while on
this side of the Atlantic on this occasion.
He said that it is true that he s engaged,
but that his marriage is yet quite a distance
in the future. He will reach New York on
Jan. 2 if his conference with the Canadian
Government at Ottawa does not unex-
pectedly detain him longer, and he will do
his best to be in England by Jan. 10.

The four sites for stations that he has
examined on this coast are all open to the
same objection, as the line of communi-
cation for messages over & o
southern Newfoundland. He thinks that

this land resistance can be overcome by
in wor at the stations. If the
land sho!

prove an insuperable difculty
however, Marconi says that he will place
a station on the Azores. Tho King of Port-
ugal is anxious that he should do so.

This
will not be done, though, till the inventor
has clearly demonstratod that the intercept-
ing portions of Newfoundland cannot
overcome. He does not want ot lose the
time in the tranamission of messages that
would necessarily be lost with a repeating
station, and he prefers that the Canadian
service should be an all-British one.

It turns out that the eite examined at
Louisburg is the fro{wrt{ of the Cape
Breton Railway. . L. Meyer of Broad
street, New York, one of the directors of
that company, to-day told Mr. Marconi
that his company would be glad to freely

ive him the site and all the land required
or the station. This makes the second
such offer, the Doiminion Coal Company
having made one the da(z' ore.

Marconi says that the Commorcial Cable
Company has asked him to astablish sta-
tions for them on Sable Island, connecting
that dangerous shoal with their talegra
system at Canso. He is conaidering t in
offer, but he says he would not for a moment
think of erecting an vxperimental station
at Canso because of the presence of two
sowerful cable companies thers whose

tarests must neceasarily be hostile to his.

Marconi has recoived an offer of $1,000
a lecture for twelve to be delivered by him
in the Urnited States. He declined. Mar-
coni's hopoa and cinbitions soar beyond
Jecturing &t 81,000 a night, He is neglocting
the immediate develo;ment of short dis-
tance wireless telegrapiy in which he says
money can bLe made at crece, in order to
Jemenstrate the possibiities of transat-
lantio work, and Le says t.at he has noin-
clination to stand o1 the lecture plat-
form while such & greal matter engages
his attention,

On Monday Marconi will attend the
Elder Dempster Line banquet in Montreal,
an invitation which Le accepted in ap-
preciation of that company's having been the
first to have his wirelese system installed
on transatlantic steamships.
