Charges That Men Are Induced to Leave
‘That University for Yalo and Princeton.

BYnacuse, Jan. 10 —The BSyracuse Uni-
veraity Weekly in an editorial to-day, whioh
is evidently inspired by one of the faculty,
charges Yale and Princeton with underhand
methods in securing athletes who have en-
tered Syracuse. Two examples cited are
Glass, the famous Yale guard and Weir, the
apoedy end, who announced a few days ago
that he was to enter Mercersburg, prepara-
tory to entering Princeton in the fall Bays
the editorial:

“The Weir incident, following the Glass

years eight or ten athletio stars who have
matriculated at Syracuse have turned up at
Princeton or Yale under peculiar circum-
stances.

institutions. They have been athletes. The
most of them go to Princeton. In three of
these canes telegrams have come to the uni-
versity authorities purporting to be from
