Willlam Marconi arrived in New York
early vesterday morning from Montreal.
He spent Sunday at tho Hoffman House
and among friends and will devote the next
two days to business affairs hefe, salling
for England on Wednesday, according to
his present intention. This evening he
i to attend a dinner given in his honor
by the American Institute of Electrical
Engineers at the Waldorf-Astoria.

Mr. Marconi has been so little seen in
public here that it may not be amiss to
describe him briefly as a young man-he
e only 27 years old - of medium height and
light complexion, with a finely shaped
head, clear, active eyes, an intent expression
and u modesty of bearing and reticent
direetness of speech which carry an im- |
pression of genuineness, thoroughness, and
ecandor within the limits of a personal re-
gerve. He wore yesterday a derby hat and a
jong fur-lined overcoat, and passed un-
distinguished from the New York throng,
whether in his hotel or in the street.

NORDICA IN A RAILROAD WRECK.

Shoulder Injured In a Collision Near
Rome, Ga.

Roume, Ga,, Jan, 12.—-Mme. Nordica, the
opera singer now on a concert tour in the
South, was in a head-on railroad collislon
about 4 o'clock this morning on the South-
ern Railway near Reeves station, twenty
miles north of here, and received slight in-
juries to one of her shoulders, as well as a
severc nervous shock. The enginecr of one
of the trains in collision, Frank Tracey,
was killed, and both of the fireinen were
injured. Mme. Nordica assisted in caring
for the wounded in tha wreck.

Mme. Nordica sang last night in Atlanta,
She had a crowded house and was received
with great eothusiasm. After the con-
cert she went to her private car “Brunn-
hilde” in high spirits and soon was on the
road to Nashville, Sha occupied a state-
room. About 4 o’clock this morning the
passenger train ran into a freight near
Reeves station through some misunder-
standing of orders. Mme. Nordica was
thrown out of bed and against her dressing
table, spraining her shoulder. The piano
and tables in the drawing room compart-
ment of the private car were overturned
and thrown in a heap

The locomotives of both trains were
wrecked. ‘I'ho tenders were tossed up an
embaukment ten feet high. Tracey, the
engineer on Nordica's train, was killed
instantly. The baggage car of the pas-
senger train was tossed on top of another
ooach.

None of Nordica's party was injured
except her Secretary, Roumyne Simmons,
who had a slight injury on one hand, and
one servant, who was cut in the leg by
fiving glass. In spite of her injuries Mme.
Nordica dressed hersel!, made coffee for
the train hands in her own car and helped
to prepare bandages for the woundad.

For several hours her car, with the others,
was in the woods, isolated, waiting for
assistance, The car was then sent over
another line into Chattanooga and she will
arrive in Nashville early on Monday morn-
ing. She recovered lier composure during
the day and expressed great thankfulness
that she had escaped. She is accompanied
by two married sisters, neither of whom
was injured. Other passengers and train-

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HOTEL BERESFORD SUICIDE.

EWALD BALTHASAR, BANKER AND
MERCHANT, SI100TS HIMSELF.

Long 111, Old, and Despondent —Susplelous
Pollceman, Barred From His Death
Chamber, Threatens to Break In and
Make Arrests —Let In Then and Satisfied

Ewa!d Balthasar, who was a manufact-
urer of ailks at Haverstraw with offices
in this city and is reputed to have made
a fortune as a banker and in the silk busi-
ness, committed suicide yesterday by
sghooting himself in his apartments in the
Hotel Beresford, Eighty-first street and
Central Park West., He had been a sufferer
from diabetes and chronio neuralgia for
several years and in the last eight years
had lost seventy pounds in weight. lle
was 75 vears old.

Mr. Balthasar lived with his wife in
apartments on the ground floor of the
hotel., Mrs. Balthasar loft the hotel about
11 o'clock yesterday to take luncheon with
her daughter, who is the wife of Charles A,
Wittmack, a druggist at 573 Tenth avenue,
Mr. Balthagar said he was feeling too ill
to accompany her and remained in their
apartments, Mrs. Balthasar returned at
3 o'clock and found the door to their apart-
ments locked. She got in with a duplicate
key furnished by the hotel clerk and found
her husband dead on a couch in the emok-
ing room. In his hand was & rusty old
revolver, from which he had fired one
buliet into his temple.

The clerk notified Policeman Toomey
and an ambulance was called from Roose-
velt Hospital. Dr. Whitbeck, who came
with the ambulance, said that Mr. Balthasar
had been dead for an hour or morv. A
Central Park policeman was left in charge
of the body and Coroner Goldenkranz was
summoned.

Meanwhile Detective Owen Treanor was
gont from the West Sixty-eighth street police
station to investigate the suicide. The
hotel clerk told Treanor that he couldu't
enter the Balthasars' apartments. Treanor
said he was going in to Investigate, but
