GENEROUS AND CORDIAL RE-
CEPTION AWAITS IIM.

President Roosevelt Attaches Importance
to the Kalser's Action, as It Wil
Strengthen the Friendly Relations Be-
tween Germany and United States.

WasHINGTON, Jan. 13 —All evidence con-
cerning the manner in which President
Roosevelt regards the action of the Kaiser
in deciding to send Prince Henry of Prussia
as his personal representative at the launche

ing of the new imperial yacht points to a |

great feeling of gratification on the part
of the President over the coming of the
German Emperor's brother to these shores.
Mr. Roosevelt, like most of his advisers,
attaches considerable importance to the
Kaiser's action, and there is a general feel-
ing in Administration circles that the rela-
tions between Germany and the United
States will be strengthened through Prince
Henry's visit.

The marked compliment pald to the
President by the Kaiser in the invitation to
Miss Roosevelt to christen the imperial
yacht, has paved the way for a generous
and cordial reception of the Prince, who,
despite the understanding that he will not
visit America in an official capacity, will be
treated with distinguished honor by the
Executive Government.

No plans have been made for the enter-
tainment of Prince Hen ry while he is in
this country, but the President will give
consideration tu that matter shortly. It
in expected that he will discuss the subject
with his Cabinet at their regular meeting
to-morrow, and that suggestions will be
made which the proper officers will be in-
structed to carry out. At the Cabinet
meeting on Friday last the President spoke
of the iser's announcement that Prince
Henry would attend the launching, and
there was some talk as to the manner in
which he should be received and enter-

tained, but without any conclusion being |

reached, as there was no opportunity be-
fore the meeting adjourned to exam ine

the State Department records for prece- |

dents.

It is the understanding among members |

of the Cabinet that when Prince Henry
comes to Washington—and that he will
come is regarded as a foregone conclusion—
he will be the guest of the Geruian Ambas-
sador, Herr Von Holleben, who has a fine
resilence on Massachusetts avenue which
is owned by the German Government.
