Apparent Case of Attempted Hold=Up of
the New York Man Before the Jewel
Thief tn Custody at Gretna Would Be
sitown — Appeal Miade to Gov, Odell,

New ORrLeaxs, La, Jan. 10 -1t looks
to-night as though the man Manners, con-
fined in the Gretna Jail here and who is
belleved to be Edward Kern, the jewel
thief, might escape prosecution because
of a seramble and quarrel over the reward
offered or believed to be offered for his
capture. As soon as the news of his ar-
rest was telegraphed to New York, Paul
Thebaud, the man he robbed, started for
New Orleans to identify the prisoner, bring-
ing with him Detective Sergeant John
Kelly of the New York police force.

Mr. Thebaud arrived here last night and
it was arranged with Sheriff Maerero of
Jeflerson, where Mavners or Kern ix under
arrest, that they should meet at the St,
Charles Hotal early this morning and go to
Qretna.  But the Sheriff did not appear
at the hour appointed and it was after noon
before he came. Then a conference was
called at the office of the District Attorney
of Jefferson, at which there were present
Mr Theband and Detective Kelly on the
one hand and the Sheriff and Distriet At-
torney of Jefferson. The meoting was
stormy and Mr. Theband after an hour's
discussion, left the office publicly declaring:

“It's an infernal outrage. If they want
the prisoner so much they can keep him.
I will go back to New York to-morrow "

Detective Kelly left the room soon after,
declaring that the Jefferson officials were
trying to hold up Mr. Thebaud. The
Jefferson officials say that the discussion
turned on the gquestion of the reward said
to have been offered by Mr. Thebaud for
the arrest of Kern and the recovery of the
jewelry stolen by him. Mr. Thebaud was
asked what reward he had offered, ax dif-
ferent sums had been mentioned in the
New York papers. Mr. Thebaud replied
that he had not offered a cent of reward
and he was not responsible for the state-
ments put in his mouth by yellow journals,

Sheriff Maerero then asked what wonld
he give for the prisoner, as there were sev-
eral persons interested in his capture.  Mr
Thebaud told the Sheriff, so the latter says,
that Officer Kelly was looking after that
end of the line. Kelly would not be specifie,
but promised vaguely that Sheriff Maerero

would be looked after, whereupon the Sheniff |

grew angry and replied that be could look

after himself, but he wanted to know whether |

any reward would be paid to those who
were Instrumental in the capture of Kern
No agreement ocould be reachod and the
conference broke up in a row. [t seems
to have been a squabble over a reward
The Jefferson people held that $5,000 should
be given for the arrest of Kern, or some
specific sum.  Mr. Thebaud declared that
he has offered no reward, and that most of
the jewelry has been recovered. He says
the jewels retained by Kern are mainly
ping, not of great actual value.

WOULDGIVE US 0!

Meaning of the Steamship Merger,
Mr. Lee Sees It.

John Lee, the New York agent of the
White Star Line, predictod yesterday that
when the contemplsted merger of the
great Atlantic steamship lines is com-
pleted the United States will control the
shipping of the world, He sald that that
was what the merger really meant and that
it was a mistake to think that the men who
have worked out this big deal meant to
stop short of absolute control of the world's
freight and passenger traftio, In amplify-
ing these views in conversation with re.
porters yesterday afternoon, Mr Lee said:

*Of course, these steamship men are not
coming from the other side on ‘ordinary
routine business. For just what they are
coming I don't know, because they have
not told me. I can readily see, however,
that, with such a combination the Ameri-
cans would get hold of a vast amount of
the traffic to the Far East and to Australia.
And no matter how much England may
dislike the proposition, it will force her to
open the door and ask that the smaller
British lines that have not been mentioned
as included in the plans of your financiers
be admitted to the combination.

“Such a great company could, in the
dull season, send a number of its ships to
the Mediterranean and to the Far East.
Whether the smaller lines, like the Allan-
State and the Anchor, are really to be in-
cluded in the original deal or not doesn't
matter. They will be forced to come in
ultimately, anyway. Then, in the course
of a year or so, the n ers of the bj
company can go down to Washington anc
say to Congress: ‘Gentlemen, if you wil
give them American registry, we will double
the mnna’e of our combined fleets and
we will build the ships on this side of the
ooean.' Just think of it! Such a !m- Yok|-
tion would more than double the business
of American shipyards and give employ-
ment to thousands of men. It would simply
mean that the United States would be the
centre of the world's shipbuilding and the
American flag would have the prestige on
the seas that it had from almost the be-

inning of the nineteenth eentury until
the Civil War. The whole scheme means
that, in the end, if it means anything, the
United States will control the shipping of
the world.”

When the territory controlled by the
uniting companies in the proposed merger
and |ﬂnt controlled by the German lines,
which, according to the present under-
standing, are not included in the alliance,
s mn-ﬁloml M:. Lee's remarks become
significant The White Star Line, which
i« the most successful of all the British
lines, paying 15 per eent. on its capital, |
has, besides ita Liverpool-New York wserv-
jce, a so-called colonial serviee runnin
between Liverpool and New Zealand an
Australia, and a Pnacific service, whose
ships run between San Francisco and Hong
Kong, calling at Honolulu and Japan
Tho-mmnhurgq\marwnn Line has a serviee
to the Far East, and that line and the North |
(erman Lloyd have extensive \editer- |
ranean services. James J. Hill, % con-
nection with his railroads in the North-
west, has a Pacific service. Mr. Hill, ac-
eording to THE Svx's information, is one
of those interested with Mr. Griscom and
Mr. Morgan in this merger.

It will be seen, therefore, that the new
organization will have ships of its own
in which to carry American products into
new flalds, and it will also become a great
competitor at the very beginnin for the
trade now controlled by the Germans

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KILLED IN FRORT OF HIS SAFE.

ROCHESTER JEWELLER FOUND
WITH HIS SKULL CRUSHED,

He Was Bound and Gagged and Sitting In
His Chair—He Had Evidently Refused
1o Open the Safe and the Robbers Then
Killed Him to Eseape Kientification,

RoOHESTER, Jan. 19.—~The murder of
Bernard E. Brown, one of the oldest and
best known jewellers of this city, was re-
vealed a few minutes before 9 o'clock this
evening. Brown was found in his chair, in
front of the tall safe in his store, his skull
crushed in and his body otherwise mutilated.
He had been bound and gagged, To-night
the whole police force has been set upon
the case, but they are without the slightest
clue.

Brown's jewelry store is on State street
one of the busiest thoroughfares of the
eity. It is above an eating house, which
stands at the corner of State and Corin-
thian streets. A wide pair of stairs leads
up to the jewelry store. The stairway
fs well lighted. As one reaches the top
of the first flight he turns to the right and
is in front of the entrance to Brown's
Jewelry store

It has been located there for over a quarter
of a century. While he had a considerable
trade in jewelry and silver and gold articles
Mr. Brown's principal line was work for
other jewellers that they were too busy
to do  He consequently had a large stock

| | constantly on hand and a great deal of

money in the safe, which stands at the north
side of the room

John Raquet, a night watehman, dis-
coveredd the crime. Raquet has several
banks and other big establishments on his

list, that he visits at regular intervals dur-
ing the night. 1t was his first call to-night
at Mr. Rrown's store.  The place was rather
dark when he opened the door, but a gleam
from the open stove door sho wed him a
portion of the interior He walked over
to close the stove door and collided with a
chair that was in his way, Then he struck
a light. Without waiting to take a second
look he pulled the burglar alarm and ran
to the street

The entire Headquarters foree of police-
men came running down Exchange street
to the four corners. What they saw wis
aged Mr. Brown sitting in front of the tall
oftice safe, his gray hair and long gray
whiskers matted with blood, and the top of
his head literally crushed in. He would
have fallen to the floor had not the show
case been so close that he fell over ygainst it

The old man was gagged firmly, a hand-
kerchief was tied closely about his neck,
his arms were fastenod behind and his
were tied together There was no
sign of a bludgeon or hammer, but the
police professed 1o he able to say that a
hammer had been used

GOEBEL MYSTERY CLEARED.

Howard's Friend: Ray the Eatire Cone
spiracy Will Be Lald Bare TosDay.

FRANKFORT, Jan. 10.—Jim Howard's
friends say to-night that men will be put
on the stand to-morrow who will clear
Howard of complicity in the conspiracy
to kill William Goebel and will disclose in
detail the conspiracy. One of the at-
torneys for the defence said to-night:

“By to-morrow night every one in Ken-
tucky will know who killed Goebel, the men
in the conspiracy, how it was hatched and
how the object of the plot was successfully
executed.”

All the attornevs for the defenoe held a
conference to-night and when it was over
they appeared in great glee It is said
J. B. Mathews who was on the stand in the
defendant’s behalf Saturday was the first
witness of & number who are to be relied
upon to make the disclosures,

QUESTION ODELL'S RIGHT.

Lawyers Doubt If Justice Kenefiek's Court
Here Is Legally Constituted.

One of the best-known members of the
New York Bar Association said yesterday:

“There is considerable agitation in legal
circles over a question that is now being
discussed, and that is whether the Criminal
Branch of the Supreme Court now being
presided over by Justice Kenefick of Buffalo
is a legal court, Tt seems that Gov. Odell
demanded from the Appel'ate Division of
this Department, the Firat, the privilege of
designating non-resident Justices when
they sit here and so designated Justice
Kenefick. Lawyers are saying that the
Governor has no such power either by the
Constitution or the statutes, the only au-
thority relied upon being a code provision
which® permits him to name a Justice to
sit where a duly appointed term of court
ia likely to fail for want of a Judge. Here
the lawyers say no term of court was likely
to fail,” The January term is running in
several parts and this court presided over
by Justice Kenefick is not a term hut asub-
division of the term known as a part

“The Appellate courts will probably have
to pass on this guestion

“ll'hi-t i» said to be the first time that a
Governor has tried to exercise such a power,
although Governors have heretofore ap-
pointed oxtraordinary terms of the Su-
preme Court in great exigencies and desig-
nated Justices to preside over them. This
ix, however, provided for wpecifically by
the Constitution, and has no bearing on the
legality of Justice Kenefick's court

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WOMAN REBEL LEADER CAUGHT

SHE'S A FILIPINO GENERAL AND
LED 300 INSURGENTS.

Will Now Urge Them to Surrender —Rebels
In Batangas Misiead Peasants With
Stories of Civil War In This Country

MANILA, Jan. 10.--Sergt. Kichlino, with
eight men, has surprised and captured
a famous woman leader of the insurgents,
who has the rank of General and who for
two years has been fighting the Ameri-
cans as she formerly fought the Spaniards
She boasts that she commanded 300 men
with rifles in Laguna de Bay. She has
freely disclosed the location of the insur-
gents, and will make overtures to them
for surrender

The rebel leaders in Batangas, who have
strong influence with the peasants, are
cunningly proclaiming that a civil war is
in progress in the United States. They
say that Washington is besieged, and that
there has been a battle at Chicago, with
heavy carnage.
