for the coming sexson to his evident satisfac-
tion. In fact one of spalding’'s closest friends
sald yesterday that within the past week
certain things have been accomplished that
make the fight against the Freedman-Brush
combination a winning one bevond doubt.
The loyalty of the Pittsburg, Brooklyn, ¢ hi-
cagn and Philadelphia clubs to Spalding and
thelr willingness, | necessary. to play ball
by themselves, has caused the most favorable
comment among baseball men who believe
that these clubs will enjoy far greater publie
support than those of the discredited opposi-
tion In case the lutter decide to go head on
& four-club schedule, too. But before the
time for the opening of the ball season rolls
wronnd. it Is said that Spalding will be in
control of the fully equipped, equally bala-
anced eight=club clreuit which will work in
barmony with the American League.
